PAUL HAMILTON

Statesman, born in St, Paul's Parish, South Carolina on October 16,
1762; died in Beaufort, S.C. on June 30, 1816, He rendered important
services during the Revolution, As Comptroller of the State of South
Carolina, 1799-1804, he greatly improved the f;nancial system, From
1804 to 1806, he was Governor of the Stafe of South Carolina; From 1509_
to 1813, he held the position of Secretary of the Navy in President Madi-
son's cabinet. He recommended an increase in the Navy and the building
of 12 line-of-battle ships and 20 frigates. His idea was that the larger
ships of the Navy should be used for the defense of the harbors and coast,
which did not coincide with that of the officers and the first of our great
victorieé, gained by Hull i; the CONSTITUTION was won in spite of Hamilton's

mandate "to remain in Boston until further orders!t
