Training Statlon, Great Lakes, until June of that year, when he joined
the USS MIGRANT, Detached from that vessel in August l9h5, he next had
instruction at the Advanced Base Supply Training Command, Camp Peary,
Williemsburg, Virginia, and in September 1945 reported as Operations
Officer with Logistic Support Company #7L4 at Port Hueneme, California, -
He continued to serve there until released from active duty November 25,
