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Breukmg “boot camp”

Who of us “

the day we passed in review for the first time back in

veterans'’ of the 43rd will ever forget
Davisville? A lot of us guys saw snow for the first fime
on that Thursday the 12th. And then that advanced
training we ‘had in the woods and apple orchards in
and about the camp. We had our first touch of really
cold weather in Rhode Island, we Rebels did, at least.
And remember that infernal mud, mud, MUD! Those
icy cold decks in the drill hall where we were given our
first orientation of the '03. Davisville was rugged in
those days. They later had WAVES there, you know!

Then we began to “‘sweat it out’’ at Port Hueneme in
December of that year. When we drew our zoot suits
and sheepskins, the ole scutilebutt really flew fast and
thick. Then when we arrived at Seattle that meant
only one thing, Alaska! It was a jittery bunch of green-
horns who set sail from Seattle back in January of '43.

We could all visualize an ugly Jap sub poking its peri-

scope out of the icy waters and grinning at us. Some of
the boys durn near broke their necks tearing up the
ladder when the first practice alarm was sounded. They
thought it was the real McCoy. But all of our fears
were unfounded, as we discovered when our ship, the
Wharton, pushed through the ice-packed bay into Kodiak.

At first glance Kodiak looked like the last outpost

and oﬁ“cmlly becommg the 43rd Construction Battalion.

of civilization. MNothing but snow and ice as far as the
eye could see. Here and there we could see the top of
a building poking through the white landscape. We
had our first big surprise when the truck which was
carrying us to our area passed a taxi cab! That seemed
the most incongruous part of modern civilization that a
person would see in that wasteland. When we had
chow that first night down at NAS we had still another
surprise. Instead of a roughly constructed barn with
planks for tables and boxes for seats we found an
vltra-modern cafeteria with a 16-piece dance orchestra
serenading us! But things began to gét pretty rugged
in a few days after wefhad established ourselves in
our own area. We had to build our own chow hall, then
slip and slide a quarter of a mile downhill to reach it
from the barracks. It was a hard winter there on the
hill and down at the peninsula and at Bell's Flats.

When the spring thaw came, a whole new world of



nature opened before our eyes. The ice melted from
the mountains, and hundred of varieties of wild flowers
sprung up as if by magic. That made our stay more
enjoyable.

Well, you know the rest of story at Kodiak, working
six days a week and drilling Sun;!c:y morning. It seemed
that we'd just get settled in one place when we'd move
again. That's an old, old story to us now. The boys
from Company ‘D" had it pretty rugged down the
chain at Sand Point, too, a lot more than the Kodiak
bunch did. The good brethren over at Chiniak, Miller's
Point, Woody Island, and Entrance Point worked about

as hard as anyone did, but they'll never forget those

salmon-choked streams and the swell hunting at those
outposts. They could go for weeks without shaving, and
they didn't have to bother too much to make their
quonsets look like the bridal suvite of the Waldorf
Astoria.

Along about the end of the summer of '43 everyone
started giving odds on when we'd leave for the States.
We soon found that it was still a long way off. Winter
came, but it wasn't like the previous one, just sleet,
rain, and MUD. Then, our projects nearing completion,
things began to slacken off and we had more leisure

time — time to think about going home.

Finally, work-weary groups of Seabees, after 13
months spent in the rain, mud, ice and snow, and sun-
shine of the far north, returned to the States in January
and February of 1944. Didn't Seattle look wonderful
when we nosed into the harbor? Those days in Kodiak

' seemed to melt into the distant past as we realized the
happier prospects that the immediate future presented.
Seattle was literally taken by storm as the 43rd hit
the city from all sides in the first taste of those sweet
pleasures we had been looking forward to for the
past year.

Ah, yes, our 30-day leave from Camp Parks (the
“rest camp''). By every conceivable means of transpor-
tation we sped homeward for a well-deserved rest com-
bined with an attempt to "‘catch up” on all the jookin’,
smoochin’, eatin’, and sleepin’ we had been missing.
Boy, that Camp Parks was really a let-down after 30
days of bliss, but we soon adjusted ourselves to the
“‘garden spot’’ of California. Remember that nice,
friendly, clean-cut ‘‘gyrene’ who wanted to show us
some of the highly-touted California landscape around
Camp Parks? Brother, little did we know what we were

have a swell time around the Bay area, didn't we? The
people were very hospitable and those wimmin'! Those
California girls {who probably hailed from the South
and East) were really neat!

Of course, just as we were settled nicely at Parks and
getting to know our way around, Ole Uncle Sam jerks
his thumb to the south. On the move again, this time
to Port Hueneme, our old hangout back in 42, We
rolled into Hueneme early in the morning of May 8th.
thus began a new era for the 43rd. Military training
began in earnest, and how! Ouf to the rifle range we
hiked, returning with sore feet to end all sore feet.
More practice with the carbine, pitching tents for the
millionth time, and marching.

Then one of the biggest surprises of our '‘hitch'’ oc-
curred with the announcement that we were to have a
15-day embarkation leave. Less than 2 months after
our 30-day leave we were heading homeward again
for another ‘‘breather.”” Returning from this leave we
hit a new high in “financial embarrassment,” brought

sharply into focus by the conspicuous absence of the
perennial ''four-five-six’’ games. For the moneyed mates,

day; it was ten miles, no less, out to that rifle range and
back twice a day. We did find 25 experts with the
carbine in our battalion, though, which ain’t half bad.

At Camp Parks, for the first time in our lives, we had
a chow hall that was actually close to the barracks and
a ship's store that was well-equipped and not too far
away. Remember how we used to attend colors every
morning out on the blacktop? It was quite a thrill to
watch Old Glory being raised while the ship’s bell struck
eight times.

Liberty was really terrific around and Oakland and
Frisco. What man among us will ever forget the quiet
dignity and restful charm of Oakland's leading cultural
center, ‘‘Charlie Tye's”? No kiddin’, though, we did

Hollywood and L. A. held innumerable charms. How
that wolf call echoed from Hollywood and Vine to Sixth
and Maini Center for the jookin’ brethren was the
famous Palladium Ballrgom on Sunset Boulevard, where
unhappy doggies and gyrenes were shoved aside by
the jive-conscious jitterbugs from the 43rd.

At Camp Rousseau we acquired a new commander,
Lt. Comdr. A. F. Williams, who replaced our old skipper,
Comdr. Dunlap. We lost many of our old gang by
transfers while we were back in the States, but an influx
of new men soon brought us back up to quota.

At last the long-awaited signal came and we shoved
off again for ‘“‘furrin’’ parts. But there wasn’t the tense-
ness on our latest voyage that was so conspicuous on
the first, Veterans, by golly!
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OAHU — THE CAPITOL ISLAND

Rounding “‘Diamond Head," Qahu's most famous land-
mark, we caught the first glimpse of our new home in the
Hawaiian Islands. As we drew nearer the shore all eyes
were straining for the sight of beautiful hula girls dancing
gracefully underneath the swaying palms or racing gaily
along the white sands, waving joyous “Aloha’s" to the
weary voyagers. However, we soon discovered that those
Matson Line travel folders were a trifle misleading, be-
cause (1) there weren't any hula girls, (2) there were
very few palm trees, and (3) the white sands weren’t white
at all. Instead, we saw the skyline of modern, up-to-date
Honolulu to our starboard and the huge naval installa-
tions at Pearl Harbor off the bow.

As we slipped into the broad channel an awesome
spectacle greeted our eyes; ships of every type and
description, ranging from huge aircraft carriers to tiny
liberty barges, lay massed in the busy harbor. There
were few signs of the terrible destruction wrought by the
Japs on December 7th. Our ship was nudged into its
berth by two snorting tug boats late that afternoon, and
as dusk gradually stole over the scene that always-
irritable process of disembarking began. We cautiously
made our way down the steep gangplank with what felt
like two thousand pounds of gear on our backs, and
then waited and waited and WAITED for our transporta-
tion to arrive. Finally the trucks came and carried us
through a large Seabee camp near the harbor to our
area. Stepping out of the truck, we immediately bogged
up to our knees in soft, yielding, picturesque Hawaiian
MUD (oh, jolly!). The boys from Companies "‘A'" and "“‘C"
groped their way through the darkness and mud to a
group of half-completed quonset huts, while the less for-
tunate sad sacks from Headquarters, "B’ and “D”
stumbled into flimsy, unlit tents just across the way from
the quonset hotels. Sawdust lay in a 2-inch crust all over
the decks of the quonsets, and boards, *plywood, and
kegs of nails provided splendid stumbling blocks in the
inky blackness. We were too darned tired to start house-
cleaning this early in the game, so we just threw our
sacks on the deck and caught some well-deserved shut-
eye. Thus on July 11th, 1944, we had our first intro-
duction to Romantic Hawaiil

In the days following, we set to work on the com-
pletion of our area and in a few short weeks had our
barracks, heads, and showers completed and a wonder-
ful mess hall built {best yetil). In the months that followed

we had completed a post office, theater, chapel, rec hall,

beer hall, ship's store, several office buildings, volley
ball and handball courts, a baseball diamond, an armory
and warehouse, and, incidentally, a BOQ, among other
things. All in all it was the finest area the 43rd ever
had, the beauty of it being that all these facilities were
in easy reach of our doorsteps.

The major project undertaken by the battalion at
Oahu was the construction of a large aircraft parking
lot near our area. As the heavy equipment set to work
clearing the vast area o new mendce was encountered
— dust. Clouds of the infernal stuff boiled up in the
wake of the 'dozers and graders so that the operators
could scarcely see or breathe. It swarmed over our camp
area and penetrated every nook and corner. What a
problem it was to do your laundry then! It was a familiar
sight to see the heavy equipment gang roll in at 1700
covered with grime from head to foot. They really took
a beating until the water wagons swung into action to
combat the dust. However, the job was completed well
ahead of schedule, for which the battalion received a
“Well Done" commendation from the big boys.

Our initial disillusionment of the “Crossroads of the
Pacific'’ was soon remedied after the battalion had its
first liberty, affording us an opportunity to really see
the island. There were numerous places of beauty
throughout Oahu, many of which are pictured in this
book, and we enjoyed the many picnics, beer parties,
and tours of the island. Although Honolulu itself was
jam-packed with servicemen on liberty, we still managed
to have an enjoyable time wandering in and out of the
quaint little shops in the oriental section, dining alter-
nately between P. Y. Chong’s and Billy’s Hot Dog Stand,
cruising down River Street, sight-seeing at Waikiki, giving
the wahines the twice-over, lounging in the luxurious
Royal Hawaiian Hotel, getting our pictures made with
so-called hula gals, having o short one at Mac's Bar &
Grill, shopping at '‘Battleship Max Cohen’s," paying an
occasional visit to the USO's, and other miscellaneous
activities too numerous or censorable to mention.

After ten months spent in the comparative bliss of
Oahu, order came at last for the 43rd to hit the high seas
again. But this time the voyage was to be a short one.
Companies “'C," “D,"" and part of Headquarters headed
for Kauai for a short construction job, and the other
half of the l;atiaIiOn was ordered to Maui to join the
Fourth Marine Division there for military training and

construction work.

“The Life of Riley”" aptly describes the 43rd’s brief
stay at Kauai, the Garden Island of Hawaii. Here we
found a tropical paradise the like of which one reads
about in books, but rarely ever sees. We settled down
in neat, comfortable barracks amidst a grove of coconut
palms on the shores of a beautiful beach, and spent the
most glorious 30 days of our hitch in the Navy. We
had within a stone's throw of our barracks a swell

USO, movie theater, restaurant, and the finest bathing

beach in the islands. Dances and tours of the island
were available to us, and our chow hall served fresh
vegetables and other delicious morsels daily. The people
of Kauai treated us splendidly, and we made many
good friends there. It was indeed a regretable day
when we broke camp and set sail from this gem of the
Pacific and headed for Maui to rejoin the rest of the

battalion.

The Valley Island

At Maui the 43rd had its first initiation into the
Marine Corps way of living when it officially became
part of the Fourth Marine Division. We found it pretty
rugged after the many months spent living in spacious
barracks, sleeping on steel-springed bunks, and having
our chow hall and other facilities near at hand. We
moved into tents, 6 men to a tent; slept on army cots;
walked o mile downhill to the chow hall and a mile
back uphill in return; ran a hundred yards in one direc-
tion to the head and walked a hundred yards in the
opposite direction to the shower room. We went in for
military training in a big way, taking long hikes, digging
foxholes, spending 3 days at Purple Beach on bivouac
and a week at jungle training, running the gas obstacle
course, drilling at close and extended order, sweating
out numerous inspections, watching training films, and
listening to lectures. .

As always there was a pleasant side of life here,
foo. Strutting in our newly-acquired Marine khaki uni-
forms, we headed for Paia, Wailuku, and Kahului on
liberty, enjoyed picnics and dances at the Trade Winds,
made trips up to Haleakala Crater, toured the island,
or lounged at the Red Cross canteens in Camp Maui.

Qur construction jobs included the erection of a di-

vision theater, USO theater, Red Cross canteens, tank
repair sheds, administrative buildings, tent areas, ware-
houses, surfacing and maintaining roads throughout
camp, installation of machinery and erection of buildings
at Kahului NAS, as well as building an outdoor theater,
rec hall, library, club houses, a hobby shop, and per-
forming other jobs in our own area.

Our Tropicaleut softball team boasted a splendid
record at Maui climaxed by the winning of the Fourth
Marine Division championship, The 43rd bested the
2nd Battalion, 24th Marines, in a 3-game series, drop-
ping the initial tilt and then coming back in a big way
to sweep the 2 remaining games.

After nearly 4 months at Maui we received orders to
proceed to Saipan for further assignment. Departing
from Maui on August 13th, 1944, aboard the U.S.S.
Prince George (K-224), we headed first for Honolulu.
We arrived there only a few hours before the wonderful
news of peace came on August 14th. Despite the sudden
cessation of hostilities we continued on our journey
westward, and after a long, tiresome voyage of 21 days
we arrived at the mosquito-infested paradise of the Pa-
cific, Saipan.

ADMINISTRATION BUILDING
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Upon arrival at Saipan we began to prepare for our
part of the ‘‘Invasion” of the Japanese homeland as
a shore party with the 2nd Marine Division for the occu-
pation of Nagasaki. During our brief stay at this mud-
hole of the Marianas we were equipped for a full-scale
invasion and lectured on the Japanese language.

Then came the welcome news to leave Saipan and
all of its rain, mud, and mosquitoes. We poured into
the huge maws of the LST's and LSM's, struggling
through narrow passageways and up steep ladders with
our packs, bedrolls, seabags, handbags, rifles, and cots.
Sleeping space for about half of the 250-300 men
aboard each LST resulted in our pitching tents on the
spacious main decks — between the bulldozers and
other heavy equipment. All ships set sail for Nippon on
September 17th and 18th.

The "blackout’” was lifted! For the first time we
traveled with all lights blazing, and the smoking lamp
lit 24 hours a day. We even had movies! The chow
was good and everybody was happy. All except those
with forty-four points, of course.

Early September 24th the ‘“‘sacred soil of Japan'' be-
came visible to the starboard. Later that morning our
ships pointed shoreward. A feeling of uneasiness and
apprehension stole over us only to be dispelled at the
sight of U.S. Navy planes lazily flying overhead. Then
we joined a fleet of destroyers and an aircraft carrier
at anchor in the wide bay and awaited orders to move
into Nagasaki harbor. We stared at the mountains
rising row on row, ribbed and covered with timber,
broken by an occasional terraced farm. There was no
sign of activity ashore. That afternoon we headed into
the harbor, and soon the shattered city of Nagasaki lay
stretched out before us.

The land-locked harbor was swarming with ships flying
the Stars and Stripes. Jap ferry boats, crammed with
curious, amazed civilians, chugged across the harbor.
Masts of sunken vessels broke the surface of the water.
Along the shore were stark reminders of visits of our
air force before the war's end. Huge factory buildings
lay in ruins, their frameworks left standing among the
rubble. Only the quaint little ramshackle houses, grey
from lack of paint, looked unharmed in their precarious
perches on the hillsides.

Our ships nosed into improvised landings on both
sides of the harbor to belch forth men and equipment
to the bewilderment of the population. Our heavy

equipment rolled through the streets to an area desig-

nated as our compound. Communication lines were
strung along the waterfront. After the inevitable delay
that accompanies any movement we make, we boarded
trucks and headed for our billeting area, passing through
gutted streets teeming with Jap civilians and soldiers,
large factory districts, and at last into the huge Mitsu-
bishi ship yards, or rather what was left of them.

We were quartered in a large, three-story factory
building, comparatively undamaged except for sections
of the roof ripped away by concussion. Twelve hour
shifts, set immediately, completed in record time the
unloading of cargo vessels, APA's, and LST's. Then
the task of making the building habitable was begun.
With the help of a few Jap laborers, huge trash piles
disappeared; gear was stowed; water and food supplies
arranged. Heads were constructed and sanitation im-
proved; the galley supplied hot food to replace the “'C”
rations; the compound was organized; offices and sick
bay set up; movies were started; and the first Armed
Forces newspaper in Nagasaki was printed by the 43rd.
In spite of the improvements, the building was uncom-
fortable and unhealthy, so we were moved to a better
building a short distance away where in due time fa-
cilities for the welfare and comfort of all hands appeared.

As the urgent tasks of our operation were completed,
work began to slacken a bit and we had time to relax
and study more closely our surroundings and get ac-
quainted with the people of Nagasaki. We found that
the children were the most friendly, and in a short time
they were swarming all about us, hands outstretched
for candy and ‘“‘choon gom.” When the Mitsubishi
workers filed past our building twice daily we stuck our
heads out of the windows or stood along the streets
whistling at the girls. Liberty barges took us across the
bay to the business district of the city where we saunt-
ered through the small shops buying souvenirs to take
home with us. Ah, home sweet home!

The lucky guys with 44 points began to *'Sweat out"
transportation back to the U.S.A. where they were to
receive their discharges, while the rest of us impatiently
owaited rotation.

Thus, on October 17th, 1945 — the third anniversary
of our arrival at Davisville — we conclude the writing
of the 43rd's history. This has been three years that
we'll never forget, and, although we may rant and rave
and gripe about the Navy, there will be darned few
of us who won't look back on our hitch in the service

with fond and happy recollections.
