“WERE THE SEABEES

The name “Seabees” is relatively simple to explain. They are referred tc by the
Navy as Construction Battalions, and are in reality advance base fighter-builders.
Abbreviated it is “C.B.’s” or phonetically, Seabees.

The insignia of the Seabees is a fighting-mad bse with his white Navy hat defiomtly
\ > cocked over his scowling brow and wearing the Navy rating badges of Gunner’s

Vi Mate, Machinist's Mate, and Carpenter’s Mate; the insignia appearing against the
Navy-blue background and the hawser framing the picture. The Seabee is a fighter
—witness the spitting of the Tommy gun. He's a builder, look at the wrench and
hammer. He's rough—-he’s tough—he is a Seabse.

The motto of the Seabes in Latin is "Construimus, Batuimus,”” which means when tramslated, “We build, we
fight.” We have, 100 another motto, one that is quite informal but describes adequately the physical and
mental fitness of the Seabees; it is “Can Do.”

But why the Seabees? The answer is really simple. The construction work on the Navy's bases in the
Pacific was in the hands of civilian crews prior to the "Remember Pearl Harbor™ attack. For the most pert
these men were unorganized and unirained as fighting men, but bases and more bases were urgently
needed and experienced men to build ecnd maintain them were most essential. But these workers must be
part of the U. S. ermed forces—in uniform—trained and equipped to build—and to fight.

Wake Island fell on the twenty-fourth day of December, 1942, and thirty-two days later the initial Construc-
tion Battalion training got under way at Quonset Point, Rhode Island.

Officer personnel of the Seabees are almost invariably graduate engineers. They are the Civil Engineer
Cerps. Enlisted personnel were recruited from experienced construction workers, machinists, carpenters,
shovel and crane operators, steel workers, divers, truck drivers and were enlisted with naval ratings which
most nearly conformed to their trades and skills.

Camp Allen, at Naval Operating Base, Norfolk, Virginia, the first formal Naval Construction Training
Center, was commissioned on 21 March 1942, and became the nucleus “beehive” to be supplemenied
later by Camp Bradford, Liitle Cresk, Virginia, and later supplanted by Camp Peary at Williamsburg,
Virginio. Camp Endicott at Davisville, Rhode Island, Camp Rousseau at Port Huenems, California, Camp
Hollyday at Gulfport, Mississippi, eand Camp Lee-Stephenson at Quoddy Village, Maine, are fomous for
their output of trained fighting builders.

Camp Allen was usually “home’ for the Seabee “Boot” for three to four weeks. Here he learned military
tactics, how to drill, how to salute, what makes a pistol, a rifle and a machine gun tick. The what and what
not to do with hand grenades and that a bayonet is a pstent weapon in the hands of @ man whether it is
used offensively or on the defensive. ’

Camps Bradford and Endlcott were excellent examples of the type of terrain and the mode of life the
builders could expect to encounter on foreign shore.

Within the short span of two and one half years, the Seabees have carved for themselves (to quote the
late Secretary of the Navy Knox) “a permanent place in the glorious tradition of our Navy.” They were
with the Marines when they hit the beach at Guadaleanal. The “4.0” job they did in keeping Henderson
Field in operation throughout the offensive of the Japs is something the Marines, the Army, the Navy flset
and air arms will never forget. Tarawa saw Seabse and "gyrene” fall together, only to rise and burrow
the Japs from their holes. At Salerno, the Seabees combined with American Rongers and English Com-
mandos {o withstand the onslaughts of the Nazis and their famed Tiger tanks. And so it goes: Bougainville,
the Admiralty Islonds, Green Islands and the Gilberts have seen the Allied forces hit with an irresistible
"one-two" punch.

Following the Navy and amphibious forces initial assault, the Seabees complete the assigned task by
consolidating the offensive with airfields, roads, supply baaes and all other essential and necessary
installations.

Admiral Mahan the famed Naval strategist claimed it was the combined strength of ships, men and bases

that spelled sea power. Air power has since become a major tenet of naval strategy. Here, too, the landing
field end the fusling stop must be in the theatre of combat.

The Navy can be depended upon to have ships and planes where needed. The Seabees will provide them,
and that they “"Can Do.”

ST. LUCIA (ONCE OVER LIGHTLY)

THE RIFLE RANGE HIKE

4,p7f‘~§\ The scattered pine trees along the hichway afferded little shade from the early ofier-
//z xS noon sun. Sorawled full length taking advantage of each paich of shade, the long
9 N column was quiet, except for murmurs where the corpsmen were patching blisters
e ; and daubing iodine. From near the head of the columnn a chrill whistle split the air as
‘\ SEM;IEE% a shoui came back “Fall inl'" The reclining figures came slowly to life with groans

"%,,,m,,p’ and sighs as packs were hoisted {o lired shoulders and sore lfeet gingerly tock up the
weight. For a guarter of a mile along the rcad the column formed as the last cf the
weary men reluctantly fell in. Fifty yards to the front of the column, Li. Sills with a
sweeping overhand motion of his arm and o screech from the whistle turned and walking easily led us off.
Conversation amona the men was slight, each concentrating in gelting sore muscles and tendons warmed
to their task so that marching, laden with « heavy pack and .03 rifle would not be so downright painful.
It was the hottest part of o hot day and our green coveralls were perspiration darkened. As the men slowly
loosened the kinks in muscles and joints acauired auring the last rest halt, some irrepressible spirit
started a song as he marched. Soon the whole platoon was singing. The monctony of clumping clong on
the seemingly endless highway immediately began to lighten, the breeze was cooler, the sun’s heat less
stifling, and all down the long column groups began singing marching songs.

Early that morning back at the base 8 x 6 convoy trucks were loaded high with duffle bags and pulled out
for the Rifle Range. Riding, perchad on top of the mound of bags, were the ones who for real and imaginary
ills were unable to start the march. The more hardy men ware keginning to assemble, gathering informa-
tion right and wrong about where we were going, how far we would march that day, making bets as to
who would make it, how to pack a pack, and bragging a little about shooting skill. As the baggage trucks
pulled out the men riding the trucks defiantly yelled back answering the jeers of “"Goldbricks™ and “Sack
Boys” that followed them out of hecring.

At last came the command to {all in. With the noise guieted, the commands “left {ace; lorwara march!™
started the day for us. Only a few had ever marched with pack and rifle before. They knew what to expect
and started off with an easy shuffle, shifting the pack straps to o natural position and exploring, with
their minds, feet and shoes to mark any necessary changes at the first halt. Others, exhilirated by the fresh
morning air, the spirit of adventure, and by their natural healthy energy, sirutted along as on parade.
Our first rest halt, afier about two miles, barely took us off the base. Pack adjustments were made, shoss
were lightened or loosened and then for the first time came the question, "How much farther do we have
o go?" Laughter greeted this. The men were noisy with "big tolk’” and laughter. The whistle o fall in
caused a scramble back to the road. By plan, which some one in authority somewhere had found out
somehow, we were to walk fifty minutes and rest ten. In many ways the first 50 minutes marching was
enjoyable. It was during the cool ¢f the morning, very few of the man were developing blisters, packs
were settling cnd feeling natural, songs were sung with volume and cheerfulnass that spoke of high spirits.
The civilicns were just going to work as we passed out through ihe northern edge of town. Thev stopoead
and stood watching us pass. We were marching infermally at route siep but unconsciously the men's
shoulders snapped back, their siep became brisk and military. MAA's had been posted at intersections
holding back traffic. Military equipment does something to a man and we were a proud lot as we slowly
wound out of town.

The next halt was welcomed, und racks were shed, shoes removed, aind many a sigh of relief given as
men stretched out in the grass along the road unmindivl of the heavy dew. Blisters were more numerous
ana the question "How far we goftc @o?” didn't bring laughter. The whistle to fall in caught many with
their shoes off and the column formed more slowly than after the first halt.

As the sun climbed higher, the morning breeze died out. Heat began o cause the highway to shimmer in
the distance as il il were covered with steaming water. A few more rest slovs, acch welcomed as it came
and mourned as it left and the rumeor of food passed up and down the column magically. Afar ahead the
lead men of the column had sighted ¢ chow truck and water trailer. Paces were quickened unconsciously
and soor an impatient column was stending by “rig for chow.”

But there were no huge keliles of G. I. chow! "Whuat the hell are they so late starting dinner for?” "What's
that in the truck?”’ This was a fine fime to just be starting to break open crates! And the crates al) are alike,
marked with a big “K” on the ends. "Hey, Mcac, they're going to give us "X radions for chow!™ K rations,
what's that?” “That little box? Say buddy, how about giving me three of them!" Remarks flew back and
forth as the "K' rations were distribuled, the men ordered to stay put in the small field, and then told to

{all out and turn to. Now “K” rations coniains no instructions io hungry men as to what to do with them
—that’s not needed. Wrappings flew, and information as to what was found was shouted back and forth.
Most ate with gusto, washing the dry down with the wet, and smacking the lips over the rest. But others
picked the dinner over, eating little, and grumbling about that. A short rest after the meal and all too
soon the whistles began their screeching. Struggling back into the straps of the pack more thar one
Seabee was sure thal some practical joker had filled the pack with rocks or lead. They ripped ‘em cpen. -
no lead—mno rocks—ijust the same "Gl gear. Canteens were {illed after a last slug of water and slowly the
column formed. Sammy Seabee was suddenly conscious of at least o thousand new muscles; {or each
muscle stiffened from cooling during the dinner hour, shrieked its protest at being called on to taks up its
job. And there just didn't exist a comiortable position for rifles that now seemed o weigh as much as
machine guns. The first hundred yards were the hardest as we hobbled off. Since the third rest period that
morning men had fallen oul from blisters that just wouldn't be stepped on. For the first hour after dinner
more vet fell out to be picked up by the truck following for that purpose. The rest setiled down 1o the grind
of pushing scenery behind them by "'putting one in froni of the other.” The afternoon wore on and the fset
wore oul. At last when all that could be heard was the creak of gear and the crunch of GI shoes, the
most welcome news that only « mile or so remained to the Midway Camp shot a new burst cf energy
through the lagging legs of the men. A few long minutes later we were standing, drooping, surrounded by
lents. Short order-—and chiefs assigned men to tents, and the column melted among the irees into the tents.
After packs and rifles, even before helmets were laid aside, off came shoes. Chow call which fsllcwed
closely provided hot coifee—and more "K' rations. For the last few miles the mental image of a hot meal
had been so sirong in most men’s minds that one could almost seze a tangible {orm of steak and potatoes,
steaming hot, with rolls and coffe {lcating over the column. But hungry men will eat and "K'’ raticns aren’t
so bad i your appetite is keen enouch. To call the sirearn a river stretches the imagination but that's what
it was called. [t approached the camp from the west, made a right angled curve to the south and trickled
out of sight between high sandy-clay banks and a dense jungle-like forest. Where the curve was, a deep
pool had been washed out making an ideal 'swimmin’ hole.” It wasn't iong till shouts and yells and
great splashings of water proved again that Seabees are quick in "calching on.” The water was cold and
refreshing. Blistered, hot, aching feet thrust into the water was a fulfilling of ore of life's grealest desires.
Beack on the highway while crossing bridges you could see the wish{u] speculation in tnhe eyes as their
owners creaked their necks around to glance down a! the clear shadowed pocls and riffled swift water.
Now the dreams were realized!

One couldn't be positive thal anyone was awake for taps, for it was an exhausted {our hundred who
siretiched tired frames out on cots shorlly after sundown. Morning came too soon. That was an undisputed
fact to all of us. “K” rations for braakiast didn’t bring any cheers either. With an early start we hoped to
make the second leqg of the hike by noon. Having a foretasie of what was chead the men were quieter on
this second beginning. But good health and high spirits aren’t long kept silent and serious. Laughter ana
jokes, hallads sung, lales retold o men bursting to tell one of their own, made the column have life other
than its movement. Within an hour we crossed a main highway dofter waiting for a convoy of army
infantry to pass riding by. “Join the Navy and walk around the world while the Army Infantry wear out
the seats of their pants.” These and other good natured remarks bounced off iin hats and caused langhter
or growls depending on the state of a man’s feet. We were told that this second lao on ihe journey was
shorter than thal of the first doy but lor the last four miles they musl have used a rubber tape o measurs
the distance.

Or a gravel roud, dusty, hot, sticky, tired, « maun couldnl be expected to be as cheertul us a Spring m:om-
ing. By now, when the whistle shrilled for {alling out for o rest halt, most of us had resting down to an
effective routine. First the rifle unshing and laid down, then the pack slippad ofl, next shoes loosened, a sio
ol water, and, a-h-h stretch out full length as the mind concentrated on relaxing every muscle, then did
some relaxing itself. The wors! thing about stopping was having to start again.

Topping one of the last few hills a grey curtain of rain marched down upon us. The first few drops were
a welcome relief from the haat, then when soaking wet and chilled the sunshine didn't seem so bad. We
sloshed along wet fo the skin expecting each hill und curve to hide the gateway to the Rifle Range camp.
The rain dwindled and stopped and the sun, brilliant as always after « summer rain, began to heat the
dripping country side 'till mists rose. First the shoulders and then the knees of our coveralls steamed dry.
Perspiration, temporarily shut off by the chill of the rain, renewed its rivulets down backs and noses. Some
of the men hadn't got much wetter from the rain than they were from sweat. As the sun scattered the rear
guard clouds of the rain storm, it grew hotter and hotter. Wet feet generated blisters where no blisters were
before. Determination alone carried many of the remaining men on the last lap.

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SEABEES CAPTURE CAT ISLAND

(The Blow-by-Blow on “Qur Amphibious Affair’’)

It was very early in the moming of 7 June 1943 when we are called from the “sack”
to eat a hearty breakicst that is 1o be our last real meal before we go forth to meet the

A enemy for the first time. The first faint rays of the sun are shining through a clear sky

} as we {inish our chow, grab our packs and rifles and get aboard trucks for the shori
g ride 1o the pier omd our wailing barge. Soon we have all clambered aboard and the
o" order comes ‘o shove off.

e
- Thus, aboul one-half howr later the Seabees of the 80th Battalion, under the commana
of Lt. Fred F. Kravath, with Ensign E. L. Higgins as Executive Officer, head out to sza
to capture Cat Island from the enemy and carve cut a typical advance base there. This base is uraently
needed for use by our Navy and Marine fliers to give them another stepping stone on the road to Tokyo:;
so we all realize the importance of our task.

The water is so calm that it resembles a sea of alass as Ensign Thompson, the Captain of the Barge, points
the prow of our ship lowards the objective. We are very heavily loaded with trucks. bulldozers, jeaps,
refrigerators, field ranges, men's gear, and the thousand and one other things thal it takes to build an
advance base and completely sustain half a batialion of Seabees during the process. Men are perched
everywhere for there is scarcely a foot of space that isn't filled with equipment ond gear.

Our intelligence reports have indicated that there are several hundred enemy scoldiers on the island and
that we may also be aliacked by enemy bowmbars from a base on a neawby island. However, we are
hoping 1o surprise them since we will be coming from an unexpecied direction.

The scorching sun is beating down upon us, and the shores of our objective are slowly materializing over
the horizon when the call comes from the platoon leaders to distribute the "K' rations to everyone. This
is, of course, greeted by gleeful shouts by the hungry Seabees. (Ed. Note: Oh, yeah!!l) But realizing that
this will probably be the last food we will get until we are safely established on Cat Island, it doesn't take
lona until the last bite has been downed. Word is then passed to fill all canteens with water and prepare
for landing. Hurriedly the platoon leaders give last minute instructions to the men who are to form the
attacking patrols that are to be the first ashore. They are to seek and wipe oul any enemy that may be
encountered.

Suddenly the barge grinds to an abrupt stop. . . THIS IS IT. . . The end gate on the front is quickly let
down to form « drawbridge. Because of the heavy load we are unable to get very close to the shore and
the water is waist deep but that doesn’t stop the vatrols who are now wading towards the beach with rifles
and ammunition held high. They hit the beach, crouching low, and quickly {anning out dash forward into
the fringe of scrubby trees and begin returning the fire of the enemy snipers who are making it quite hot
for our patrols by now.

Meanwhile the first equipment, machine-gun equipped jeeps, are being brought ashere, closely followed
by bulldozers and the big heavily loaded ten-wheel convoy trucks. A yell from the lookouls brings every-
one alertl Out of the sky come enemy dive bombers and fighters to bomb and sirafe us! After the first swift
attack, they bank sharply and turn in from the sea for another run. But this time they are met by a deadly
hail of rifle and machine gun fire from the Seabees who had "hit the deck” on the hot sand and from others
who had hastily assembled machine guns on the beach. The 20 mm. "ack-ack” quns on the barge join in
and roar out their answer o the attackers. After a short but desperate fight, the enemy is driven off and the
londing operations resumed- the situation now “well in hand.”

A quick reconnaissance ol the area shows that it has been deserted and the only sign of the enemy is the
occasional bursts of firing by our now distani patrols. A camp site is selected and it isn't long before the
cooks are stunding over hot field ranges and lantalizing the hungry Seabees with the wonderful odor of
frying steak. Meanwhile tents are being pitched for the dispensary, armory, tool-crib, officers’ quarters and
field headquarters and the men are all pairing off and selecting sites for their puptents. All the tenis are
scaitered throughout the woods so as to shield them from the hot sun emd the enemy bombers if they
should return.

The patrols are now beginning io return, victorious, from their mission of clearing the enemy from the
island. They are just in time, too, for the chow line is already forming. Everyone ecats from his mess kit and
the most popular method seems to be while silting on the ground, cross-legged Indian fashion. Just as it
begins to get dark the last of the siragaglers finish chow and wash mess kits in the drum of hot water, and
every one not on duty heads for the tents and the beloved “sack.”

PERSONNEL DEPARTMENT

January 26, 1943, was the date of the official opening
of the Personnel Office, and was one of the first offices
o open for business in the history of the Battalion.
The members of the Personnel Office consist of one
officer and four enlisted men, namely Li. (ig) Frank D.
Leigh, Personnel Officer; Willard W. Lester, Chief Yeo-
man; Royce E. Wardrep, Yeoman Ist Class; Marshail
W. Frazier, Yeoman st Class, and Edward O. Clark,
Yeomar: 1st Class.

The objective of the Personnel Department is to assist
th2 men in any official or personal way possible; to
keep complete and up to date records of all men, and
maintain an organization that operates efliciently and
slfectively.

The mos!l importanl work of the Personnel Department
is tc¢ compile and mainlain the records of the men of
the Battalion. The work enlails the upkeep of Service
Records, writing of applications and follow up lelters
on MAQ, Family Allowance, National Service Life In-
surance and Longevity Pay, compleling and maintain-
ing files relative o experience, quarterly and semi-
gquarterly marks, change card entries and records in-
volving rerating, the transfer and receiving of Battalion
Personnel, checking Musier Reporls and f{indings of
Cour! Martials. In addition lo work above outlined the
department also maintains files relative to Discharges
and Exira Pay Delails, cnd prepares other reports tco
numerous to mention thal are prepared and forwarded
to the Bureau of Naval Personnel, Washington, D. C.,
monthly and quarterly.

The Personnel Office handles emergency and regular
leaves as well as records regarding sailings to and
{from the continenta) United States.

We wish o thank the personnel of the various depart-
ments and the Batialion {or their splendid ccoperalion
during our fourteen months together.

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DISBURSING - HARVARD STYLE

Ensign ], Forsythe Alexander, SCV(G), USN, of Haver-
ford, Pennsylvania, the first officer to report to active
duty with the 80th U. S. Naval Construction Battalion
on the 21st of December, 1942, began in the early deys
of January, 1943, the tough job of setting up the Dis-
bursing Office according to the lalest practices, prin-
ciples and theocries outlined io him at the Harvard
School of Business Administration and at the Navy
Supply Corps School, Soldier’'s Field, Boston, Mass.
Prior to forming his own disbursing crew, Mr. Alex-
ander scanned the company muster lists of new re-
cruited "‘boots,” selected siorekeepers and men with
accounting experience (infermation was obtained from
service jackets) and called them for interviews. Follow-
ing the interview the lollowing men wers selected:
Heolloway of Dallas, Texas, SKlc; Kenny of New Or-
leans, La., SKlc: Johnslone of Bartlesville, Okla., CSK
(AA); Lyons of Bethany, Okla., SXl¢; Jackson of Jack-
sonville, Fla., SK2:; Laster of Philadelphia, Pa., SK3c¢;
Browne of Washington, D. C., SK3c; Porter of Burling-
tor1, N. ., Sl¢; Coiner of Beckley, W. Va., later trans-
ferred to the Eightieth as SK2c from S2¢ at Ship’s Com-
pany, Camp Allen; ond Latta of Tulsa, Okla., rated in
error as SClec which was soon corrected to SKle.

The removal of the Battalion from Camp Allen to Camp
Bradford, occasioned the split between the Disbursing
Office and the Supply Office. Ensign Huntsberry moved
into the Supply Office taking with him his initial office
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force consisting of Latta, Lyons, Laster and later Jack-
son. Lalta’s abilities scon earned him a rerute to
CSK(AA). The driving force behind all of the siore-
keepers in this work was Chief John Johnson,
caught on o the principles of disbursing faster than
most of the men. In the latter part of November, 1943,
Johnson was ordered to the United States for commis-
sioning as Lieutenant {(jg) in the Supply Corps of the
U. S. Naval Reserve.

Heading vp the force as office manager is Wylie "R"
Holloway, now Chief Storekeeper since Johnsiona's
detachment. Sitting next to the chief is Eugene E.
Kenny. SKle¢, the keeper of book No. |, which contains
pay accounts whose numbers run from 1 through 348.
Back in one corner of the office, behind a typewriter,
the allotment card lile box, and a diminutive calculator,
sits Jack R. Coiner, SKlc¢, the keeper of book No. 3.
On the other side of the Iront office, behind a Hling
cabinet, sits Oden W. Browne, Jr., SK2¢, the general
typist for the office. Browne types all alloiment cards
and the transmittals of FA and NSI.

Sitting next to Browne ond keeping his 18-inch L. C.
Smith in almost continuous operation is Fredsrick
“Smooth Roll” Porter, SK2¢, the keeper of book No. 4,
containing accounts numbered 1300 through 1578,
Porter stops working on the Smooth Roll 1o figure pay
in his book, or to estimaie ollicers’ pay accounts for
their pay days.

SUPPLY

When Ens. Charles W. Huniskterry, SC, USNR, of Win-
chester, Va., came to the 80th Battalion at Camp Brad-
ford as Supply Officer, he was laced with the problem
of securing storekeepers. The Disbursing Office, having
organized at Camp Allen, "stripped” the Battalion of
all storekeepers in order to start the ball rolling in that
department.

After many intarviews and searching through service
jackets, Ens. Hunisberry pointed his {inger at Carl E.
Latla, SKlc, ¢f Tulsa, Okla. Between Ens. Huntisberry
ond Latta the salecting of men for the department was
accomplished. W. F. Lyons, SKlc, of Oklahoma City,
Okla., was placed in charge of the Balialion’s Gear
Locker with P. M. Nero, F2¢c, of Washington, D. C., as
assistant. Oscar Conners, SK3c, of Cincinnati, Ohio,
and J. S. Lastzr, SK3c, of Willow Grove, Penn., were
assigned to Provisions. C. E. . M. Sargeni, Slc, oi
Miami, Fla., and W. E. Woeds, Sl¢, of Houston, Texas,
were assigned io the office. The adjustment period of
the men took only o little time although Ens. Huntis-
berry and Leticr wera the only men who had knowledge

of the duties of a Navy Storekeeper.

Camp Hollyday in Gullport, Miss., was the proving
ground for the Supply Department. The department was
reorganized and new assignments were given with
further study of the duties of the department. Lyons,
Nero, Woods, and C. L. Jackson, SK2c, of Jacksonville,
Fla., were sent to the Base Tool Room to study the
methods used there. Lasler and Conners, assisted by
Woods and Nero, took the job in the Issue Room.
While the Batlalion was on leave, Latta and Sargent re-
moined behind, spending long hours in preparing Title
X forms on field and infantry equipment for the men to
sign on their return. Provision Records and Provision
Stock Ledgers were set up. Stock Tally and Inventory
Cards were pul in order. Invoices were checked and
filed for the material we received al the Jast moment at
Camp Bradford. The Navy Stock Catalog was put in
order. We welcomed the leave that was given us at the
end of the nine days. When Latia returned from his
leave he was wearing the uniform of a Chiel. By this
rerate he hacame even a more driving facter in the office.




SGA OF THE SICK BAY

On a cold day in early January, 1943, a long line of
men in civilian clothes stretched along the road leading
to the Dispensary at Camp Allen, Norfolk, Va. As the
men moved into the building, the rate af which the line
moved set the tempo af which the U. S. Navy was form-
ing another Construction Battalion—the Eightieth.
Assembly line methods of a country engaged in tolal
war were used, ond the men learned that their first
contact with the Navy Medical Department was thor-
ough though hasty.

The Eightieth Batftalion Medical Department had its
humble beginning in a small rcom in the detention unit
of Building 38. Here, men suffering {rom "cat fever,”
always present in Norfolk in the winter, and sore feet,

ever praesent in boot camps, were treated as well os
limitad facilities would permit. The nightmare of
“shols" occurred regularly each week for four weeks 0
make the men immune lo smallpox, typhoid ifever,
tetanus and yellow fever. Most of the actual treatment
was carried out ty the main Dispensary of Camp Allen,
as the Batialion haod not yet been actually formed, and
its madical slaff shared in the general confusion.

On January the 25th, the Battalion entered Unit “'F" at
Camp Bradford, Virginia, and the medical department
expanded to include two guopnset huts. The denidl
officer, Dr. Tanner, was now in a position o begin
chacking the descriptive lists as prescribed by the
Navy Reguiations. Cases considered at all serious, con-
linued to be treated cit Camp Allen or
one of the Naval Hospitals near Nor-
folk. Late in February, PhMlc (laler
CPhM) George Koval joired the bat
talion with eight vears' experience in
the Naval Hospital Cerps. When Phar-
macist's Mate D. R. Coker (our records
custodian at Camp Allen) informed us
that he had a heclth record for every
man oboard, we felt that our deport
ment was ready to move to the ABD.
At Gulfport, Miss., we were installed in
a spacious room in the Administration
Building of our unit. The change in
climnte was a welcome relief, and "cat
fever,” sore throats and other ailments
began to wane. Hikes to the rifle range
developed many blisters, fallen arches,
aprained ankles and sore backs. The
splendid staff and up-to-date facilities
ci the Noval Dispensary on the base
were of welcome assistance in treat-
ing cases that needed more attention
or treatment than the facilities at our
Sick Bay provided. The Battalion's



medical delects were rectified and ils defects in marks-
marnship were improved. The overall physical condi-
tion improved simultaneously with its knowledge of
how to build an advance base.

In August, 1943, the Eightieth landed on "lsland X.”
The medical department once again were required to
function in cramped quarters, but was comforted by
the knowledge that construchon of the Battalion Dis-
pensary was going forward with all speed permitted
by the pricrities system. Meanwhile the special prob-
lerns encountered by docters in the tropics soon ap-
peared and among the diseases to be dealt with were
fungus infections which are most common and olten
serious, and chills and fever, not necessarily cat fever.
In November, with ill-concealed satisfaction, we moved
info the completed Eightieth Battalion Dispensary,
crected as planmed by Dr. Tesoriero. At long last we

The first impression of Camp Bradiord was sufficient 1o convince us that thz training here wculd build
anyone's stature {o endure most anything. Sports was a myth at Bradford, although there was an excellent
field for softball and baseball games. The season was too early for such sports and both officers and men
setiled for a "Smoker” at the Recreation Hall. Appearing on the program were many of the 80th's Battlers,

some of whom became popular boin in and out of the ring.

Much credit is due Lt. Gg) W. R. Bloss, Jr., Weliare Officer, and Lt. ]. E. Jordan as the third man in the ring,
for the phenomenal success of the first program sponsored by the B0th.

Lt. ig) F. D. Leigh was appointed Athletic Officer at Bradford in February 1943. Il was at this time, that the
80th was furnished athletic equipment and Li. Leigh had the task of planning the athletic program,
sufficiently to be of benefit to everyone. Li. Leigh’s ability as an athletic officer was excellent. He lettered
in baseball for three seasons while in college and from all appearances he has spent plenty of {ime on a
lootball field and basketpall court. At Gulfport, Lt. Leigh disclosed the fact thal the sports program for the
80th was well developed and still growing. Boxing and basekall had been the feature sports up to that
time, but many other forms of recreation were in the offing. Although the time alloted for athletics had been
restricted, due to extended training, a {formidable boxing team was whipped into shape and ready to swing
into action against all challengers. Those representing the 80th's "Leather Slingers” were: James D. Shans,
Cox; Eamest A. Reed, Slc; Edward "'L” Cotton, Slc; and George "W Kelly, Sle; and what an enviable
record they achieved at Guliport!

Mount was really
proud of his boys: A new discovery was made in R. Harris who just couldn’t score, but always put on a
tine show.

The Chaplain’s Olfice of the 80th begen to function on
27 February 1843 in a quonset hut at Camp Bradiord.
The Chaplain was the last of the original officers to be
assigned. As considerable work had accumulated prior
to his arrivad, B. ]. Lewis, MM2¢c from Co. “A” was
assigned lor temporary duty to assist him, and con-
limied as assistant for the remainder of our time at
Camp Bradiord.

At the Advance Base, the Chaplain’s office was set up
on the top-side in the Administration Building. After
the first few weeks ol intensive training, marches, eic.,
M. E. Hall, CM ¢, was assigned to duty with the Chap-
lain. Here our religious activities were combined with
those of other Battalions under direciion of the Station
Chaplain. Services were heid in the Armed Guard
Theatre.

One of the high points of activily in the Chaplain's
olfice here was the marriage of Percy Lee Smith to his
home-town sweetheart. The ceremony tocok place in the
Chaplain’s office with many guests present including
two Commanders, a Lieut. Commander and several

other officars. When the bride and groom left the build-
ing, the Guard Company rendered military honors by
providing an archway of crossed rifles for the bride
and groom to walk under as they went to the Red
Cross car that took them ‘o their home in Guliport.

In our Island “X" Camp, the Chaplain’'s office and
library were set uo in a quonset hut and Horatius
Smith, PhaMZc, was added to the staff. When Smith
was detached for duty elsewhere, ]. S. Morris, SZc,
took his place. A mess hall was converied inlo a
chapel. In recent months o choir under the direction of
C. H. Hawkins, CM2c, provided special music sach
Sunday.

The various Wellare Activities cre pictured in this
book and are self explanalory.

The chief aim of this department has been to lead men
in the worship of Almighty God, and it is the sincere
desire and praver of the Chaplain and his entire siadf
that the men of the Battalion continue while in service
and throughout life, to worship and serve Jesus Christ
in sincerity and truth.

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MALARIA CONTROL

The Trinidad home of the 80th was located in an area known to be infested with
malaria. However, this situation was effectively alleviated by a contro]l program
which was started prior to the Batialion's occupancy of the area, and was continued
during its stay.

The program was organized and administered by the Malaria Control Officer, Li.
M. R. Cowper. The various details of the ficld and laboratory activity were handled
by I. T. Pickle, CMIc, assisted by trained Battalion technicians and additional assist-
ance in malaric discipline was obtained through a camp maintenance crew, also
working under the direction of Pickle.

The success of the 80th's malaria control program was largely due to the splendid coopsration and help
obtained from the Navy's resident Malaria Control Officers, Lt. C. E. Pederson and Li. (jg) R. ]. Duke.
Their aid in training personnel and in giving technical suggestions was of uhmost importance.

Upon arrival at camp site, the area was found to be greatly infested with both anophles ard the pestiferous
types of mosquitoes. A well designed system of drainage was immediately started in the comp areq,
which in due time embraced areas sufficiently close to the camp lo become dangerous. As the drainage
developed, another parallel program kackfilled the numerous small holes and water pockets not tapped
by the ditches.

As tents, quonset huts and other buildings were constructed, the Malaria Control Crew was careful to
check the ground covered to see that no mosquite breeding waters remained. Following this precaution
each installation was completely screened and made quite "mosquito-proof.” The 80th's personnel was
also protected by « series of rules demanding the use of bed-neis, proper mainienance and care of tents.
the use of proteclive clothing and repellants. Each tent was sprayed nightly with insscticides, regular
delails being furnished from each company for this activity.

The Malaria Contro] Crew made daily mosauiic-larval surveys of places within a one mile radius of camp.
Areas bearing larvae were either drained or sprayed every sixth day with a larvacide.

The most important vector found in large numbers was the anopheles agusalis; many less important
specimen of the same geneis were also discovered to bread in close proximity to the camp. These include:
ancpheles oswaldoi, anopheles albitarsis and anopheles neomaculipalpus.

Dr. V. ]J. Tescriero, Regimental Malaria Contrel Officer, and the Battalion's Senior Medical Officer, was
high in his praises of the effective work rendered through Malaria Control Activities. His reperts revealed
that this Battalion’s rate of inlection was far below the average for the Island, and many months passed
without a single case being reperted.

THE MAINTENANCE AND CONSTRUCTION UNIT AT N.AALF.

The Eighieenth personnel assigned o supervise and conduct the operation of the N. A. A. F. maintenance
department have done their work quietly, efficiently and well.

Mainlaining naval facilities in extensive use daily their duties extend over a considerable area. Along
with the general maintenance work they de on over 100 buildings, they keep navy reirigeration and air
conditioning equipment, motors, field lighting on runways and taxiways and galley eguipment in good
order. They have reconstructed buildings for the use of such activities as the Ship’s Service and Small
Slores. In the cantonment area, the colas walks, tennis courts, baseball diamond and recreation hall have
all been built by this department.

The beginning of this year lound 288 men engaged in these activities, Of these, Warrant Officer W. L.
Smith, the officer in charge, his assistant C. S. F. W. E. Druiblet and 25 men came {rom the Eighteenth
Battalion, and six first class from the N, A. ‘A. F. completed the naval personnel. In addition 255 nalive
employees worked in various capacities under the direction of their respective department heads.

The Officers of the Eighteenth and of the other naval units at Carlsen Field will have many memories of the
able craftsmanship of these men and of Trinidad brought back when they remember the work dene by this
organization; whether it be-—sign painting—sheet metal-welding—plumbing—carpenter or electrical work
-—or some little article of remembrance which may have been made here.

The discipline and the interest which these men have in their work along with the cooperation with
which the various departments operate has made assignment with this organization a pleasant one.

Seabees Capture Cat Island

What does it matter if the ensmy they have so valiantly conguered was only Carp. H. E. Webb and his
detail of Seabee "'Japs” who had preceded us to the island and the “enemy’ planes were frcm a nzarty
Ceast Guard base. It has been a long arducus day and everyone turns in with o satisfied feeling of having
done a good day’s work and the knowledge that the next morning will see the start of a big construction
prograrm that we are to undertake.
After a good night’s sleep, @il n;en report to their company commandars to get their various assignizents
and start to work. Company A, under the leadarship of Lt. Henry A. Bennett, is to tackle a heavy program
of consiructing an ammunition magazine, a 90 foot radio mast, two fuel storage tanks as well as « largz
water tank and a wood-frame administration building.
Lt. E. L. Rokerts is in charge of the B Company projects which includes a landing strip for patrol bombers
and fighter planes and which is to be surfaced with pierced sieel] plank. Dumnmy pursuit planes crz to se
built on hard standings adjacent to the runway. Company B men are also 1o set up the radio phene and
are to work under the direction of an army detachment in improving a camp-site at the other end of the
island. In addition to these projects, both companies are joined together io build qun emplacemeants {or
the 20 mm. anti-aircraft guns.
Everyone realizes that it will take the keslt efforts of all men present lo complete the various projscts in the
lour days allotteq, so it isn't long kefore all the jobs are huimmming. The working conditions are far from
ideal. The sun beats down mercilessly on the hot sand, and, of course, doesn’t miss us. We get sand in our
clothes, our hair, our eyes, everywhere it seems—and there is always a cdall for a fractor to help pull oui a
truck that is stuck in the deep, loose sand. Only the jeevs and Dr. Tesoriero’s ambulance seem to be able
lo go where they please without regard 1o the sand. Mosquitces do their shars towards making life miser-
able, especially to the guards who have to wear nets cver their heads and everyone has io sleep under
a mosquito net.
However, the work moves along smoothly and as the third day draws to a close it is easy o see thai
wonderful progress has been made. All the gun emplacements, the radio mast, the 1000-bbl. oi! storage
tank, the ammunition magazine and ""Adminisiration” near completion. The steady hum of bulldozers and
graders on the landing strip have it smoothed out and ready for the pierced plank surface. Only the
10,000-bbl. storage tank seems to be behind schedule and so every available man is put to work on this
task. These Seabees, with their “Can Do'' motto, refuse to admit that it's possible to fail to complete this
task in the allotted time, and begin working shifts ranging from 10 to 18 hours with onlyv time out for meals
and ¢ few minules rest occasionally.
The next day sees the finish of all the other projecis. As they are completed, Lt. (jg) Jack McCausland and
his crew get busy and, with the use of burlap, wire netting, shrubs, grass and irees, offectively camouflage
themn so they cannot be seen should enemy bombers pay us a visit.
Despite the hard work and long hours most all the men find "time-out” each day to iake a swim along the
rolling sandy beach. Others are seen wading out in the surf with rod and reel seeking a nice trout for their
supper. Joe Altimore, CMlc, is generally recognized as the champion fisherman with Paul Fly, Mlc, and
Ens. Higgins as close runners-up and between them they bring in several nice strings of fish. Still others,
notably Lt. (i) Jordan and Victor Walker, MMlec, are oul lale ai night with strong flashlight and gig,
wading along the edge of the beach, spearing flounders which are found lying on the bottom in the
shallow water. Qysters, too, though rather small, are plentiful and many small fires dot the camp arec s
the Seabees discover thet they're delicious when roasted in the shell in hot ashes. These moments oi
relaxation help relieve the tension of the long hours of work on the big 10,000-bbl. tank which sacins 1o
defy all efforts to finish it belore we are schediled to breck up camp. But as dawn breaks on the fing!
morning il is rapidly nearing completion and only o lew more bolts remain to be lightened and the
camoullaging work to be done before it will be f{inished.
Immediately after morning chow comes the order to break camp «and slart loading all galley equipment,
gear, and rolling stock aboard the barge for the return irip to ABD. This work proceeds rapidly and by
noon everything is loaded. Only as the last truck is being driven onto the barge do we see the tired but
triumphant Seabees whao have just finished the large tank come irudging through the deep sand toward
the barge. As the last man gets aboard we shove off. 'Tis a rugged crew that's going back, burned brovr
by a week spent in the open under that hot sun, and at present showing little evidence of those swims in
the surf. But a razor, a bar of scap and a hot shower will do wonders for them in a few minutes.
We make good time on the return trio but it seems like a long time. It's beginning to get dark as we {inally
tie up to the pier in Gulfport. The Seabees unload in a mirceulously short time for they are anxious fer that
hot shower and the mosi important thing of all—Saturday night liberty in Guliport. . . . .

SAGA OF THE SICK BAY

were able 1o freat a large perceniage of the sick ourselves, thereby eliminating many unnecessary sick
days involved in fransferring patients to and from a busy Navy Hospital {orty miles away.

Our construclion battalion alletment cf supplies proved adequate to outfit a large sick call and minor
surgery room. Pharmacisl's Mate Jack Pogue, a graduate pharmacist, began tuming out blood counts and
various potions in the pharmacy and lab. The typewriter sputtered steadily in the record room, where
Pharmacist’'s Mate John Whitlaker manned the keys. In the spacious dental office, Dr. M. M. Tanner,
assisted by L. C. “Pete” Pitiore, PhMlc, dental technician, corrected the dental troubles of the men. In time
we fitted out our surgery, where a wide variety of surgical procedure appeared, and was competently
tfreated. As «a result of our experienced personnel and the facilities now at hand, our sick list at the Naval
Hospital at Tucker Valley dropped from an all time high of sixty in August, 1943, to an averags of twenty,
which represented the irreducible minimum.

Meanwhile the various disease prevention measures were not neglected. Malaria control was vigorously
carried on Irom the beginning by Li. M. R. Cowper assisted by Carpenter’'s Mate First |. T. Pickel, et al,
and the incidence of that debililating fever has been gratifyingly low. Accidents on a job of this type will
always occur, but Salety Enagineer Lt. (ig) W. R. Bloss, Jr., has been active in instituting measures to keep
injuries at @ minimum. Conlagious skin diseases and "trench mouth,” which tend to occur among men
living close together, have keen seen only on rare occasions, attributed to the Navy policy of frequent
inspection of galleys, mess halls and living quarters.

In general the Eightieth has been a healthy cutfit. We are glad to have shared in making it so.

It was a task that seemed never to end, preparing a manitest for the battalion that
included box numkbers, cube, weight and description of every item to be brought by the baitalion to Island
“X”. llems ranging from shoe sirings to convoy trucks and personal gear were checked and stored in the
ship. The few "leisure hours” we had aboard ship were heavenly because we visualized the task before
us on [sland "X".

Arriving af Island "X and moving out to the camp site we found that it was necessary to have additional
help.

Sargent, SK2¢, was in charge of keeping up the files, records, issues of materials, shoes, tools, requisitions
and delivery tickets. To help szscure provisions from the different stere rocoms on the base, P. Bynum, SK3c,
of New York City, N. Y., E. C. Vaughn, Slc, of Philadelphia, Penn., and J. S. Coppock, SF3c, of Jacksonville,
Fla., were assigned to help Conners. C. L. Jackson, SK2¢, was assigned to the Gear Locker.

Chief Latia was made Warrant Pay Clerk which meant he was leaving the Supply Department of the 80th
Batlalion. We wondered why we had to be treated thus but we knew that Mr. Latta had done a “bang-up”
job and it was only fair to release him to some other activity. We tade farewell io Mr. Latta on 18 February.
The progress of the Supply Department continued. Chief Travis again walked in and is carrying on in a
great way. Nothing upsets him. His cool manner is an inspiration in the office and the work rolls on.

GRADING AND PAVING

dirt during a tropical wet season was quite an accomplishment. Operators were few when the 80th arrived
in Trinidad but ouistanding workers were soon transformed into excellent operators to the end that the
heavy tractor and scraper units, bulldozers, and graders were constantly in action.

Drainage

In a hot, wet land, such as Trinidad, no work is possible without adequate drainage, and it was necessary
for the 80th to install literally miles of ditches of ¢l types. Large drainage channels were excavaied for
main outlets these were fed by large and small tributaries dug either with light dragline or by hand. Under
all the taxiways and runways it was necessary to construct an elaborate system of tile and aggregate
subsurface drains.

Subgrade Surfacing and Asphalt Paving

The runways, taxiways and roads built by the 80th were of very stable design, requiring, however, the use
of available local materials which were not always of the best desired quality. Irrespective of materials, a
good surface was oktained and if given adequate maintenance should wear for many years of service.
The rough graded areas 1o be surfaced were fine graded with the use of temporary forms and a heavy,
home-made grade log; the temporary forms served as a gauge for a six inch course of heavy, well com-
pacted road gravel. On this subgrade four inches of gravel, asphalt, plant mix were laid with an old style
black top pave. The material was put down in two layers, thoroughly compacted and sealed with «
double sand surface treatment,

Batching Plemt

The batching plant was operated very efficiently and smoothly under the Seabees. Many tons of aggregate
were handled and batched. Among the early services required from this installation by the Seabees was
that of unloading and stockpiling vast quantities of various types of aggregate, the dry batching of all
concrete, the unloading and reloading of Poriland Cement, the operation of the asphalt plant (approxi-
mately sixieen thousand tons of asphaltic mix were necessary), the continuous loading of dump irucks,
and in many instances the rewashing of aggregates. The batching plant rendered 24-hour service.
