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GUADALCANAL-ISLAND-- Southward of Florida Is., 
is about 80 miles in length east & west,average 
width of 25 miles. Toward the eastern portion 
the island rises in lofty mountainous masses, 
which are frequently enveloped in clouds. 

Mount Popomanasiu, near the center of · the south­
ern coast,has been ascertained to be 8, 005 ft.high. 
The Kavo Range, a few miles north of Mt .Popo­
manasiu,and on the northern side of .Ithina River 
Valley, is a few hundred feet lower• · 

Li.on1s Head or 'latuve,61 543 ft . high,is a brea.d­
topped,steepsided Mt. standing out from the main 
chain in the central part of island. 

A somber forest growth covers the elevated east­
ern portion of the island. In the western half 
there is an extensive prairi(} district covered with 
high grass and dotted here and the.re with patches 
of forest. On the southern side the Mt.slopes are 
only separated from the shore by a narrow fringe 
of lowland1Hhile on the northern side a low un"­
dulating tract descends grad11ally to the coast, & 
here large streams discharge their waters into the 
sea. The 11a.tershed being apparently near the south­
ern part of the island. 

The northern coast is fairly · settled.Aola,the 
gov't station is located there. 

The eastern end of Guadalcanal Island is sur­
rounded by numerous islands and coral r eefs with 
mny deep passages between them. Area is known 
as Marau Sound. The hills & valleys of Guadal­
canal are all dt!nsely wooded with high dark trees 
conunon on these islands. Good anchorage , shelterod 
in either monsoon, on w0stern side of sound.

EOUGAINVII.LF-ISLAND-- The largest of the

southeast, it is from 20 to 35 miles in width. 
An extensive wood range of mountains extends 
nearly the length of the island. Southeastern 
part is known as Crown Prince Range,northwest­
ern as Emperor Range. Mt. Ba.lbi,northwestern 
part,is 10,171 ft.high, the highest part on· thc 
island.It is an active crater, llt. Ba.gana,6,560 
ft.high i s , also, an active crater; 

Tho island population was 28, 515( 1932) and 
native. 

The southern end of island is r eported to be 
the most populated. Some villages lie on the 
coast . Copra is the principle article of trade. 

Buin,3 miles from Moila Pt , is a native vill­
age of about 7,256. A llission station and a trad~ 
ing station are ·hor e .The waters off the coast a­
bound vrlth fish,crocdiles are found in the 
larger rivers .

A branch 
depot of the SouthSea Trading Co. is located 
on the southern end of the island. The prin­
ciple products arc copra and nrushroom.s . ther e 
is an accunrulation of phosphorite on this is­
land. Water is limited and from wells. 

ULITHI(Mackenzie)ISLANDS- 35 to 55 milos 
wcst\'1ard of Fais Is . lie on ti::o Atolls and con­
si st s of about 35 islets of various sizes . 
Zohhoi- :i.yoru, the eastern atoll,is 12 miles in 
l ength north and south. The \'restern a.toll is 
19 miles long,north to south, and has a number 
of lov1 islets covered v1ith coconut palms and 
other trees . The soil however consists of bro­
ken coral. The low sand banks change position 
due to the action of the wind and tho waves . 
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There wer e 450 inhabitants on those islands . 
The chief resides at MOG~OG, the northern end of 
the Atoll. He is subject to the head chief at 
YAP Island. All t he natives arc K<lnakas . There 
is a limited supply of pigs and chickens . \"Jells 
are located · on t he islands , the water however 
is not good.
