Patrol Squadron:

During the past week weath:r conditions were not
at all conducive to good flvirg, and on two davs it was
practically impossible to fly at &li. Tro bHist day's
patrol time for the week was 32 hours and 13 winutes on
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December 3rd, and the greatest nuwmber of nautical miles
covered was 5,18l on December 7th. Ths toital for the
week was 48 patrols for 114 hours and 53 uminutes.

The Washington !Mail Service vas carried on reg-
ularly, ezcept wiuen weather conditions made it impossi-
ble to fly. The best time fev the mall trip was made
on December 2nd, by Ensign Lanpher, in HS-2Z2 No. 1131.
He left Anacostia at 2:40 pe.m.. and arrived at Hampton
Roads at 4:53 p.m. This flicnt wes made most of the
vay thrountt a driving rain svoerm and a cross wind of

During tho course of the wesk the foll wing
planes arrived at Hampton Realo {rom the Naval Alr Sta-
tion, Bay Shore, Leong Island, en routs to Brunswick, Ga.:

planes arrived with their bottoms in a padly croken
condition, requiring extensive repairs, which necessi-
tated delaying procedure of the first three for four
days.

2246, 1360, 2339, 1312, and 3347. 1360 has proc=eded
to Morehead City, N.C. In connection vitn the arrival
of these planes it should be stated that the Communica-
tion Cffice at Hampton Roads wan in touch with the )
planes from the time they left Monteux or Bay Shore, and
followed their course down ths coast uvntil they passed
out of the jurisdiction of this District. This was
accomplished by frequent comwunication with Bay Shore,
L. I., Cape lMay, N.J., Manteo, W.C., aad Morehead City,
N. C., and many of the Coast Cu=rd Stations along the
Coast.
