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ITINERARY OF CBMU 539,
September 1943 - February 1946

23 September 1943 -~ Construction Battalion Maintenance Unit (CBMU)
539 was activated at the Advance Base Receiving
~Barracks {Camp Hollvdav), Gulfport, Mississippi.
It was one of four CBMU's formed from the personnel
of the 103rd Naval Construction Battalion (g.v.),

which had just been decommissioned for this purpose.

27 December 1943 -- CBMU 539, consisting of 5 officers and about 265

enlisted men, departed from Gulfport for overseas.

February 1944 -- The unit arrived at Espfiitu Santo, New Hebrides
Islands, to perform maintenance work and minor construc-

tion. Its main task was to maintain the Naval Air Base
at Santo.

4 December 1944 -~ A detachment known as Section 2, consisting of 1
officer and 42 enlisted men, was assigned temporary
duty at the Naval Air Base, Efate, New Hebrides
Islands. Lieutenant (jg.) Carl J. Dorenkemper, CEC,
USNR, was officer in charge.

1 July 1945 ~-- Section 2 returned to Espf}itu Santo and was consolidated
back into the main body of CBMU 539. At this time the
unit had 6 officers and 247 enlisted men on its muster
roll.

5 August 1945 =~ CBMU 539 set sail from Espf}itu Santo for Okinawa,
Ryukyu Islands.

1 October 1945 -~ By this date the unit was on Okinawa and had reported
to the Commander, Construction Troops, Ckinawa, and

to the 39th Naval Construction Regiment.

1 December 1945 ~- CBMU 539 was still located on Ckinawa., On this
date the unit comprised 11 officers and 426

enlisted men,

18 February 1946 -- CBMU 539 was inactivated on Okinawa. As of
1 February, 6 officers and about 200 enlisted men

remained on board.
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
