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BATAAN's assault support syst m coordinates horizontal and vertical 
movement of troops, cargo and vehic es. The monorail trains move at speeds 
up to 600-feet-per-minute and trans orts cargo and supplies from storage and 
staging areas throughout the ship t a 13,600 square-foot well deck. There, 
troops, vehicles and cargo can be 1 aded aboard landing craft for transit 
ashore. The LCAC can "fly" in and ut of the well deck, or the well deck can 
be ballasted down for conventional raft, such as the Landing Craft Unit. 
Simultaneously, helicopters and Har ier 'jump" jets can be brought from the 
hangar bay to the flight deck by th ship's two deck-edge elevators, and 
loaded with supplies and weapons fr m three cargo elevators. 

The ship's armament system in ludes the NATO Sea Sparrow Surface 
Missile System for anti-air warfare protection, two Rolling Airframe Missile 
Systems and two Phalanx Close-in-We pons System mounts to counter threats 
from aircraft, and incoming missile . Six missile-decoy launchers augment 
BATAAN's anti-ship missile defenses
