On 5 February DUBUQUE g o t  
underway f o r  Long Beach Naval Shipyard f o r  a scheduled f i v e  
month r e g u l a r  overhaul .  Ea r ly  on 6 February DUBUQUE anchored 
a t  Sea l  Beach and o f f  loaded ammunition. On completion of t h e  
ammunition o f f  l oad ing  DUBUQUE proceeded t o  Long Beach and a r r i v e d  
a t  P i e r  One Ber th  13  a t  2 2 0 0  t o  commence overhaul .  

A t  1030 on 2 2  February 1974 Captain C e c i l  J. KEMPF, USN 
w a s  r e l i e v e d  of command by Captain  Roy W. McLAIN, Jr. , USN i n  
ceremonies on board USS DUBUQUE. Remarks and Reading of  Orders 
were d e l i v e r e d  by Captain  Jason P. LAW, USN, COMPHIBRON ONE,  
Guest Speaker.

26th DUBUQUE conducted t r a i n i n g ,  t e s t s ,  and i n d i v i d u a l  s h i p  exer-  
c i s e s  whi le  anchored a t  Anchorage 158,  Coronado Roads. On 2 6

DUBUQUE a r r i v e d  i n  P e a r l  Harbor on 2 5  October and w a s  
v i s i t e d  by VADM S t .  GEORGE, DEPCINCPACFLT. The Marine detachment 
on board debarked. The morning of 2 6  October DUBUQUE w a s  under- 
way f o r  t r a i n i n g  i n  t h e  Hawaiian o p e r a t i n g  a r e a s  w i th  Second 
B a t t a l i o n ,  Third Marines embarked. Amphibious Operations w i t h  
LVTP and h e l i c o p t e r  u n i t s  w a s  accomplished du r ing  t h e  two day 
pe r iod .  DUBUQUE r e t u r n e d  t o  P e a r l  Harbor on 28 October and on 
29  October embarked elements of t h e  F i r s t  Marine Brigade f o r  
opportune l i f t  t o  Subic Bay, R.P. On 29  October DUBUQUE depar ted  
P e a r l  Harbor en rou te  t o  Subic  Bay.

Enroute  MABLEX 1-75/BAYANIHAN, DUBUQUE and o t h e r  sh ipp ing  
involved i n  t h e  e x e r c i s e  w a s  r e q u i r e d  t o  conduct s torm evas ion  i n  
t h e  South China Sea. Typhoon I R M A  th rea t ened  t o  de lay  t h e  exer-  
c i s e  b u t  d i s s a p a t e d  i n  t ime f o r  p a r t i c i p a n t s  t o  a r r i v e  i n  scheduled 
anchorages i n  Paluan Bay, Mindoro, R.P. on 30 November. 

On 1 December, Captain Jason P. LAW, USN, COMPHIBRON ONE 
and s t a f f  embarked on DUBUQUE t o  u t i l i z e  F lag  spaces  i n  suppor t  
of Amphibious Landings t o  be  conducted. MABLEX 1 - 7 5  D-Day w a s  
s u c c e s s f u l l y  conducted on 4 December.
