The USS WWT WHI'INEY (IM: 20) was oonstructed by the Newport News Ship- 
building and, D r y  Dock Cmpany, and is the s e d  i n  the B l u e  Ridge class of 
cxmmnd ships. 

The ship is namd far the 14,946 f m t  peak i n  the Sierra N w a d a  m t a i n  
range in California, the f i r s t  ship i n  the Nary to bear this name. 

The 620 foot MXNC ~~, with a crcmplanmt of 050 wen and officers , serves 
as flagship for tbe Cammder ,  U.S. Seccnd Fleet. MXh@ WHlTNlm also serves as 
a cannand platform for the Ccmander, W o u s  Qwup W; the Carmanding General, 
Fburth Marine Anphibious Brigade and the A i r  Control Graup Catnander during am- 
phibious operations. The ship is h-rted in Norfolk, Virginia. 

Since ccmnissioslirmg, the ship has participated in  several f k e t  exercises i n  
the Wbemanean, the Caribbean and the North Atlantic. The ship spent six mths 
i n  the Philadelphia Naval Shipyard i n  1974, undeqoing a ocmplex averhaul. M)W
