8 Sept 93 
Initial manning date for PRECOMUNIT MAINE (SSBN 741) at the 
Electric Boat Division Shipyard of General Dynamics Corp., 
Groton, CT. 

3. Narrative. With the Commanding Officer, five other officers 
and 41 enlisted personnel reported to PRECOMUNIT MAINE at initial 
manning. The command's administrative organization was built. 
Training for nuclear trained personnel commenced one week later 
in support of propulsion plant testing scheduled for January 
1994.
