1972 HISTORY OF THE USS SHREVEPORT (LPD-12) 
- 

COMPHIBRON TWO and h i s  s t a f f  embarked i n  SHREVEPORT on 9 December 
1971. The sh ip  departed 28 January 1972 f o r  Caribbean exerc ises  with 
Battal ion Landing Team (BLT) 2/6 embarked. P rac t i ce  amphibious landings 
were made a t  t h e  Naval Base, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba and t h e  i s land of 
Vieques. During CARIB 2-71, t h e  ship  pa r t i c ipa ted  i n  exerc ises  ESCORT 
TIGER; VERITAS with t h e  Brazi l ian  fo rces ,  and VENUS with Venezuelan 
forces .  On t h e  way back t o  Norfolk, t h e  ship  took p a r t  i n  EXOTIC DANGER. 

On 12 June SHREVEPORT and USS NASHVILLE (LPD-13) l e f t  f o r  northern 
Europe f o r  NATRONLANT 72. During t h i s  c r u i s e  SHREVEWRT v i s i t e d  Santa 
Maria i n  t h e  Azores Is lands;  Aalborg, Denmark; Portsmouth, England; and 
Le Havre, France, re turning t o  Norfolk on 3 August. 

During t h e  period 11 through 22 September 1972, t h e  sh ip  pa r t i c ipa ted  
i n  he l i cop te r  minesweeping exerc ises  o f f  Charleston, South Carolina i n  
company with th ree  minesweepers. This marked t h e  first occasion t h a t  an 
amphibious sh ip  pa r t i c ipa ted  i n  an a e r i a l  minesweeping exerc ise .  

On 29 September 1972 Captain William A. Gureck re l ieved Captain Pehr H. 
Pehrsson a s  Commanding Off icer .  SHREVEPORT put  t o  sea  from 24 October 
through 3 November f o r  type t r a i n i n g  with Amphibious Operational Train- 
ing  Unit (AOTU) o f f  L i t t l e  Creek, Virginia  and a por t  v i s i t  t o  Port Ever- 
glades,  F lor ida  where t h e  sh ip  represented PHIBLANT f o r  loca l  Navy Leagues' 
ce lebra t ion of  Navy Day on 29 October. 

SHREVEPORT was a t - sea  again 13 through 21 November with Amphibious 
Squadron TWO f o r  t e n  days of in tens ive  type t r a i n i n g  i n  preparat ion f o r  
MED 1-73. During t h i s  period SHREVEPORT embarked and debarked various 
u n i t s  of BLT 1/6 by he l i cop te r  from Camp LeJeune, North Carolina and 
together  with t h e  o the r  ships  of t h e  squadron, pa r t i c ipa ted  i n  a number 
of p r a c t i c e  amphibious a s s a u l t s  on Onslow Beach.
