The prese-c USS TRENTON is :he third Unized States ?.varship -3 
bear the name. The first was a steam sloop of war co~nissionea 
in 1884. The second was a light zruiser, CL-11 commissioned I n  
1924, which served with the Asiatic, 2aribbean and So~zhwest 
Pacific Fleets during World War II. The keel for the >resent 
TRENTON was lzid on 8 August 1966. She was christenea cn 3 
August 1968 ky Mrs. Richard J. Rughes, wife of the governor cf 
New Jersey. TXENTON was commissioned 5 March 1971. The 
amphibious transport dock (LPD) Is a very versatile amphibious 
ship. TRENTZN can transport, l snd and suppcrt a Marine force sn 
a hostile shcre. TRENTON is capable of carrying over 3 9 0  trsops 
plus their v~?icles, eq~~ipment, T.veapons, ammunition, zzd 
supplies. Ske also carries landing craft such as LCUs and AAVs

TRENTON ~arizicipated in the 1283 3iberat:on of Grscada, xas a 
member zf the aultinat~onai force ~ f f  the coast of Be~r-~t, 
Lebanon in 1233-84, and was a carriclpant in Operatiox 2rayizg 
Mantis in Apr:l 1988 during a six month depioyment to =he ?ers;an 
Gulf. 

TRENTON played a supporting role in the presidential summit 
at Malta in Cecember 1989, participated in Operation just Cause 
in Panama in June 1990, and deployed on short notice to the 
Middle East as a member of the amphibious task force daring 
Operation Desert Shield (January 1991) and Operation Sesert Storm 
(January - April 1991). In 1992 TRENTON participated in 
Operation Prcxyide Promise as the sea and air rescue platform for 
humanitarian -2lief flights into zhe former Yugoslavia.

COMMAND NARRATIVE 1994 

The new year started GEL on a -7ery busy note. All hazas made 
last minute preparaticzs prior to leaving Norfolk for a six month 
deployment. The ship set sail 9n the fifth of Januar.;; first 
stop was Morehead City, North Carolina where NSSG-24 would 
embark. On the eighth cf January, TRENTON embarked sn an eleven- 
5ay voyage across the -=-rlantic Ocean. Turnover with :he outgoing 
amphibious ready group -,6zas brief and TRENTON continue4 her voyage 
chrough the Mediterranean Sea toward Port Siad and tk? Suez 
Canal. On the twenty-sixth of January, TRENTON passe4 through 
che Suez Canal and ints  he Red Sea. Finally, on the second of 
"bruary, TRENTON reacced its sperational area off t?-5 coast cf 
:4ogadishu, Somalia. 

Zuring the two-month szay, in support of Operztion "Csn~inue 
Xope," TRENTON provide< Marine support ashore and parrici-pated 
in Operation "Eyes Over ?4ogadishu" a helicopter surverllance 
 pera at ion. TRENTON received on board Commodore S. H. Xies, 
Zommander Amphibious Sq~adron ?OUR, U.S. Army Logistlzs Support 
Croup from Germany, F3GY Perkizs, Commander Amphibiocs Sroup 
THREE, and the Commanaizg Officer, USS DULUTH iLPD 41 iuring =his 
rime frame. 3n the ni-zh of 'ebruary, Captain Gerard T. Lennon 
relieved Captain Larry Z .  Bauccn as Commanding Officer, USS 
TXENTCN, becoming TRENT3N1s 14th Commanding Officer. 

TENTCN departed the Scxalia cperation area cn 25 Marz-, headed 
southward toward the Eqdator and crossed the Equator s n  the 26th. 
This gave the crew an spportuni~y to initiate new merkers into 
=he Shellback community, those who have crossed the Eq~ator on 
koard a Navy vessel. TXENTON :hen headed back throuak the Suez - 
Canal zn passage to its first zort visit iz Haifa, Isrzei, 
srrivizg 05 April. Aftzr a seven-day visit, she deparzed for 
','olos, Sreece-to partic-pate wich the Grecian amphibizus fleer, :n 
the PEIBLEX "Alexander The Grea~," 15-22 April. On t 5 e  19th of 
-April, VADM Prueher, CCYSIXTHFLT visited to observe p 3 r ~  of the 
5xerc:se. 

Zn the 22nd cf April, :?.ENTON departed for a four-day :ransit zo 
n e r  second port call 1x Naples, Ztaly from 25 April-C5 Nay. 
luring chis time, some zf the crew members sot a chance to go co 
Zome and the Vatican te meet Pcpe John Paul II. 

TRENTCN departed Naples 2 5  May zo participate in the last 
operation, "Dynamic Impact," from 06-18 May. This exercise 
involved the INCHON ARG (USS INCHON, USS TRENTON, USS PORTLAND, 
and USS SPARTANBURG COUNTY) along with ships from the United 
Kingdom, Italy, Greece, The Netherlands, Belgium, and Spain. 
This was an enjoyable cpportunity for the ARG to praczice multi- 
national amphibious operations. 9uring the exercise, 3 A D M  
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Wright, Zommander SARATCGA Battle Group, visited to observe this 
integration. 

The thir5 port call commenced on the 20th of May in Brindisi, 
Italy. The crew had foxr days to tour around before TRENTON 
departes for the next port call in Corfu, Greece, which started 
on the 24th of May. The last week of May was spent in Corfu, 
allowi~s the crew time Z D  unwind and begin preparations for the 
nearing return voyage ksme. On 01 June, TRENTON departed for its 
final psrt call to Rota, Spain. She spent four 5ays In Rota, 
getting 3 wash down of embarked Marine equipment, and final 
preparazions were made for the voyage across the Atlantic. 
During rhe four-day stc?, TRENTON was created to special 
festivlz~es in conjunctlm with the 50th Anniversary celebrating 
the D-ra;~ invasion of rcrthern France I n  Normandy. 

June 1 2 ~ -  marked the besinning of the 13-day tracsit wlth che 
INCHON .I.-iG turning over -,vith zhe GUAM A?.G on =he 11th. During 
the tracs-Atlantic cruise, RACM Wright and CAPT Zies, COMPHIBRON 
FOUR), rlvisited the shi?. TRENTON arrived in ?orehead City, 
North Czolina on the 23rd of June and beqan debarkinq MSSG-24 
and embarking 200 Tiger Zruise participants. TRENTON made her 
final szzp of the deplcyinent on the 23r5 of June, arri-ring in - 

Norfolk, :Jirginia on the 24th. 

After cxly twelve days :nto che post deployment inpor~ period, 
TRENTON -.qas called upon ro set sail in support of Operation 
"Restore 3emocracy." She onloaded MSSG-24 agaic :n Morehead 
City, Ncr~h Carolina and spent five days transizing to the 
operaticcal area off of Xaiti, arriving 11 July L395. On the 9th 
of July, TRENTON hosted .DM Boorda, Chief of Naval Operations and 
ETCM(SWI Xagan, Master Chief cf the Navy. This visit was 
followee hy a visit frc?, General Mundy, Commandant of the Marine 
Corps, zx 12 July. Afttr eighteen days, TRENTON left the 
operaticxal area for a ?art cail at Roosevelt Roaas, 2uerto Rico. 
After a rhree-day visi~, TRENTON departed 03 August, returning to 
the Haiz: operational area. Prior to the invasicn in late 
August, rie INCHON ARG -,gas relieved by =he WASP .UIG on zhe 14th. 
TRENTON :hen pointed her bow North and returned k r  Marlnes back 
to Morekzad City on the 16th and ended :er 43-day deplcyne~t on 
the 17tk with a long-awa~ted return to family an6 loved ones in 
Norfolk, Virginia. 

After zrrlval in Norfolk, TRENTON finished the cost deployment in 
port perlsd from 19 Aug7<st to 19 September. On C3 October, 
TRENTON affloaded her ammo at Yorktown Weapons Station in 
preparaE2on of her upcoming yard period. TRENTON entered Metro 
Shipyards in Norfolk on 06 October and spent the remainder of 
1994 in ~rydock. During that period, she spent an estimated 45 
days in 3rydock and hosted two visits from RADM Ficotte, 
COMPHIBGXU TWO: one on =he 8th of November and the second on 13 
December.
