VAW-113, commanded by C D R  D vid A. E r s e k ,  b e g a n  1 9 8 8  
continuing pilot and air intercept control training after 
a successful FY 89 WESTPAC deployme 1 t. During January, VAW-113 
supported Navy Fighter Weapons Schodl, flying several training 
flights for TOPGUN-trained controllerls.
