PAW-113, commanded by CDR Christopher J. Remshak, began 1989 
inport NAS Cubi Point, R.P. a s t h e y  continued their WestPac 
deployment with Battle Group ~ e i t a .  Af ter leaving Cubi, the 
Black Eagles provided the batt e group with outstanding AEW 
protection as they transited the ! outh China Sea and the Straits 
of Malacca on their way to the Indian Ocean. This high operating 
tempo transit saw the Black Eaglqs conducting several missions, 
including exercise flights in  haila and. 

In February, the Black Eagles roamed the Indian Ocean 
conduct:ing simulated outer air qattles and other exercises as 
Battle Group Delta continued the deployment. During February, 
the Black Eagles participated i i an air wing weapons week in 
Diego Garcia, and in Operation Be con Flash with the Oman Defense 
Forces. The Black Eagles controlled the airborne interceptors 
and strike aircraft from Battle Gtoup Delta. 

March was the last month that VAW-113 would spend in the 
Indian Ocean during this deploymept.
