2.5.2.4.7.2 Vehicles, construction and allied equip-
ment. Variations in sizes and configurations
as well as safety requirements necessitated by
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local conditions prohibit the establishment of
uniform instructions for this type of markings.
Such markings are authorized when in the
opinion of the Commanding Officer they will
contribute to the safe operation of the equip-
ment.

2.5.2.,4.9 Flag Officer and VIP's
Tdentification, Flag Officers, Staff
Officers of flag rank and VIP's are
authorized to display their flag
rank on sedans by means of a special
plate. All identification, painting
and marking instructions herein pre-
scribed are to be strictly adhered to
as required by law., Flag rank dis-
plays are to be confined to a plate
attached to the front of the vehicle.
Stars or replicas of personal flags
are not to be painted on surfaces of
the vehicle. The special flag plate
must be covered when the flag officer
or VIP is not aboard, Officers and
VIP's authorized to display a per-
sonal flag or Command pennant may
display such a flag forward on the
vehicle when riding in the vehicle
on an official occasion,

2.5.2.4.10 Metropolitan Ambulance.
In addition to other prescribed

, identification markings, metropolitan

" ambulances will be marked as follows.
The words "Medical Department" will
be centered above the designation
U.S. Navy on the side of the vehicle
doorg., If space permits, the word
"ambulance", in 1% inch black letters,
will be centered on the vehicle body
2 inches above the windshield. Two
3—inch red crosses (Color No. 11105)
each on a 4-inch square white field,
are to be spaced transversely on
28-inch centers, 2 inches above the
windshield. One 6-~inch red cross on
an 8-inch square white field is to be
centered above the designation U.S.
Navy on the rear. If space is not
adequate, two 3-inch red crosses,
each on a 4~inch square white field
may be placed one on each side of the
license bracket on the lower portion
of the rear door.

2.5.2.4.11 Field Type 4x4 Ambulance.
Lettering for the field-type ambulance

ig the same as that prescribed for the

metropolitan~type ambulance, except
that the word "ambulance" above the
windshield will be in 3-inch letters
and the two red crosses above the wind-
gshield will be 6-inches high, each on

a 8-inch square white field. Two
6-inch red crosses, each on an 8-inch
square white field, are to be placed

on the lower portion of the rear door.

2.5.2.4.,12 Ambulances Used In Air-
oround Search and Rescue Operation.
A red cross on a white background
may be centered on the top of the
ambulance for more effective coordination
of rescue efforts. Size of the cross
will depend on the vehicle configuration
and visual identification requirements
from the air.

2.5.2.4.13 Safety Markings. Navy
vehicles used for the transportation

of explosives and other dangerous
articles will be operated in accord-
ance with the effective edition of the
Drivers Handbook Ammunition, Explosives,
and Dangerous Articles (NAVORD OP

2239) or other command directives.

2,5.2.4.14 Exemptions from Identifi-
cation Markings. The exemption re-
ferred to in OPNAV P-44-2 (Reference
5), of this manual is modified to apply
only to exterior markings and identi-
fication for Navy vehicles. Navy
vehicles which are exempted from
exterior markings will be identified by
painting the USN registration number

on the engine side of the firewall,

on the underside of the trunk 1id or

on the inner side of the glove com=-
partment 1id. In lieu of painting, the
registration number may be stamped on

a corrosion-resistant metal plate to be
affixed to either of the above pre-
scribed locations.

2.5.2,4.15 Additional Exemptions. Re-

quests for additional exemptions will

be submitted to the Chief of Naval Op-
erations (0P-44) via command channels,
the appropriate Naval Facilities
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Engineering Command Field Division
and the Commander, Naval Facilities
" Engineering GCommand.,

2.5.2.4.16 Records of Exempted Vehi-
cles. Each Naval Facilities Engineer-
ing Command Field Division will main-
tain current inventory records of zll
administrative use motor vehicles

that are authorized exemption from the
identification and marking provisions
of OPNAV P-//-2 (Reference 5). Mea-
sures will be instituted to assure
that such vehicles are used for offi-
cial purposes only.
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
