Museum Education Volunteer 

Basic Function:

Reporting to the Director of Education, the Education Volunteer performs a variety of programs and activities in the Hampton Roads Naval Museum gallery.  Volunteers will work with museum educators on summer programs, daily public programs, museum interpretation, educational tours, and special events.  

Characteristic Duties and Responsibilities

o Perform guided gallery tours and educational programs using a variety of museum materials to the general public.

o Assist in educational special events and programming centered on the military family in Hampton Roads, including “Family Fun Friday” during peak summertime hours.  

o If needed, assist in the creation of original educational programming for commemorative events surrounding the United States Navy (i.e. War of 1812, Civil War, WWII).

Competencies:

o Ability to interact with the general public; ability to present to visitors individually and as a group.  The volunteer must also have the ability to work well with HRNM staff members and volunteers.  
Required qualification:

Must demonstrate strong organizational skills and a willingness to learn. Must possess strong communication and interpersonal skills.  Must have the ability to interact effectively with colleagues and other diverse groups of individuals in a friendly manner.
