1. Command History and Organization.

The mission of USS JARRETT (FFG 33) is to conduct worldwide
prompt and sustained combat operations at sea, in support of
national policy. The ship contributes to accomplishing the func-
tions of sea control, with its lesser included function of sea
denial and projecting naval power from those areas under United
States control. The FFG-7 Class Guided Missile Frigate is fully
capable of operating as a member of a Carrier Battle Group, or
assignment to protect an Amphibious Task Group, underway replen-
ishment group, or convoys.

USS JARRETT (FFG-33) is currently assigned to Destroyer Squadron
Nine and is commanded by CDR Raymond J. Valencia.
