Transmission (ANDVT) System. Operated with USS DUBUQUE, USS RAMSEY, and 
COMOPTEVFORPAC. 

b. Trans i ted  t o  Suisun Bay up t h e  Sacramento River from San Francisco t o  
complete MCCLUSKY1s f i r s t  f u l l  ammo onload. After  11 October t h e  s h i p  was 
ready falr sea  i n  a f u l l y  opera t iona l  s t a t u s .  

c. Vis i t ed  San Francisco i n  March 86 i n  conjuct ion with St .  P a t r i c k ' s  
Day. V i s i t  Ship was held and a l l  hands p a r t i c i p a t e d  i n  S t .  P a t r i c k ' s  Day 
c e l e b r a t  ions.
