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Scope and Content Notes
Captain Flave J. George served as commanding officer on USS CATALPA, MAJABA, PAWNEE, CHAIN, and VESUVIUS during World War II.  He served as port captain on Guadalcanal between his ship tours and also was sent to Racife on a salvage job.
The papers were donated by Captain George's widow, The Honorable Mary George, Senator, State of Hawaii. The diaries and scrapbook are especially valuable because they provide a personal dimension that is lacking from the official World War II war diary and action report coverage of the naval operations in which USS CATALPA, MAJABA, PAWNEE, CHAIN, and VESUVIUS participated.
The collection includes Captain George's diaries, letters, and a scrapbook.  It is divided into three series.  Series I consists of the diaries, series II covers the letters, and series III is for the scrapbook.
