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Scope and Content Notes
This fragmentary collection contains several items kept by Orr during his naval career as a radio operator in World War I. Orr served on USS HARDING from its commissioning. He was on board when HARDING took part in ceremonies welcoming President Wilson back to the United States from France after the Versailles Conference and also when HARDING served as a guardian for the famous NC seaplane Atlantic crossing in 1919. A. compilation of his letters home ("Aboard the HARDING (DD-91)") was created by his nephew, Clint Orr, by deleting personal and family comments, leaving information on events and shipboard activities. Also included in the collection are several notebooks from his radio training.
