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Scope and Content Notes
The collection dates from the World War II period to the present and is comprised of historical materials relating to the National Association of USS LCS(L)(3) 1-130 and naval operations of LCS(L)(3) ships during World War II.
Items relating to the establishment of the Association, membership lists, and biographical sketches of members comprise part of the collection. Included are the Association's by-laws, membership lists in alphabetical and ships' order, and biographical sketches arranged in ships' order.
There is correspondence between various Association officers and members. These letters, arranged chronologically, date from 1985 to the present and include information on the Association's annual reunions and reminiscences of LCS(L)(3) crewmembers. This series also includes correspondence relating to the Association's efforts to obtain an LCS for exhibit in the United States.
The collection also includes files on each of the annual reunions held by the Association. The first reunion was held in Waukegan, Illinois, 13-15 August 1987. The Second Annual Reunion took place in Norfolk, Virginia, 20-22 October 1988. San Diego, California, was the site for the Third Annual Reunion, 12-14 October 1989. The Fourth Annual Reunion was held in Charleston, South Carolina, 23-25 August 1990. The Fifth Annual Reunion was in Jacksonville, Florida, 19-2 September 1991. The Sixth Annual Reunion was in Colorado Springs, Colorado, 26-29 August 1992, and the Seventh Annual Reunion was held in St. Louis, Missouri, 26-18 August 1993. Washington, DC, was the site of the Eighth Annual Reunion, 24-27 August 1994. The Ninth Annual Reunion was held in New Orleans, Louisiana, 23-26 August 199 5. Los Angeles, California, was the site of the Tenth Annual Reunion, 21-24 August 1996. The reunion files comprise 0.25 cubic feet of documentation and are complemented by a variety of Association printed material including The National Association of USS LCS(L)(3) 1-130 calendar and newsletters.
The body of the collection is comprised of historical materials relating to individual LCS(L)(3) ships. This material is arranged in ship order and includes reminiscences of crewmembers, crew lists, ships' histories, war diary and action report extracts, deck log extracts, ship newsletters, and miscellaneous printed material. There also are Lists of Crew Members for the individual LCS(L)(3) ships and Flotillas and Group Flag Ships 
Other documentation includes: L. Richard Rhame's Personal Navy File, Subject Files on a variety of topics and operations; and information on U.S. Navy amphibious training facilities at Solomans, MD, Little Creek, VA, and Fort Pierce, FL.
Printed material is arranged by categories: books/booklets; instructions, manuals, and reports; newsletters by other associations; general histories and historical sketches; and clippings, articles, and extracts. This material includes Mr. Baumler's book, Ten Thousand Men and One Hundred Thirty "Might Midget" Ships: The U.S.S. LCS(L)s in World War II.
Photographic documentation of LCS(L)(3) ships and crewmembers is quite extensive. The Photo Diary of Lester C. Kreis a, which covers the period May - November 1945, is especially valuable because it adds a personal dimension that is lacking in the official records. Mr. Kreisa (deceased) was a "Snipo" with LCS Group TEN, "Uncles Joe's Gang''. Subjects documented in his Photo Diary include "San Diego to Pearl Harbor," "Okinawa to Leyte," "Leyte Gulf," "Tokyo Bay," and sightseeing at Yokohama, Tokyo. Mr. Kreisa prepared a list identifying the numbered photographs and he also annotated the photographs.
The collection also includes a microfilm of USS LCS(L)(3) 102 from 17 February 1945 through 12 August 1946 and six videotapes produced by the Association. The Association's Second Annual Reunion in Norfolk, VA, 22-26 October 1988, is also captured on videotape. 
The final section of this collection contains a miscellaneous assortment of oversize materials that includes ship drawings, model ships plans, proclamations/posters, and photographs.

Historical Note

The USS(L)(3) 1-130 Association was formed to promote and cultivate fellowship among the veterans of World War II who manned the "Little Ships" known formally as USS LCS(L)(3) ships of the U.S. Navy. These ships played an important role in the conflict with the Japanese in the Pacific Theater from Okinawa through the Philippines, New Guinea, and Borneo operations during World War II. After the war, the LCS(L) ships also participated in naval operations in the Yellow and East China Seas.
The Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws for the government of the Association were adopted at the first annual meeting held in Libertyville, Illinois, on 14 August 1987. Henry V. 'Jeff' Jeffers was elected President-Treasurer at that meeting.
The Association formulated plans to collect memorabilia, individual ships' histories, personal recollections by recordings and manuscripts, photographs, and other pertinent information for deposit and research purposes in an appropriate repository. In 1989 the Operational Archives Branch of the Naval Historical Center accepted the historical materials that had been gathered by L. Richard Rhame, Editor of the USS LCS(L)(3) Association Newsletter, and Raymond A. Baumler, Historian of the Association. At this time the collection was named The Papers of the National Association of U.S.S. LCS(L)(3) 1-130.
L. Richard Rhame passed away in 1995. In recognition of his work in preserving the history of the ships known as LCS(L), Landing Craft Support (Large), and his contributions to the National Association of U.S.S. LCS(L)(3) 1-130, the collection was renamed in his honor. The collection was retitled The L. Richard Rhame Collection: Papers of the National Association of U.S.S. LCS(L)(3) 1-130.
Mr. Baumler continued to transfer additional historical materials to the LCS collection on a periodical basis. On 13 and 14 May 1997, Mr. Baumler, upon his retirement from federal government service, transferred the final installment of LCS documentation in his possession. Future additions to the collection will come from the individual members of the Association.
