This collection was donated in 1974 by Fred Withington and contains World War II era materials. The collection is arranged in three folders. The first folder contains papers relating to the World War II Pacific Campaign and includes a Photographic Supplement from Commander Task Force 52 and map of Iwo Jima, an undated history of Okinawa Gunto, and a graphic presentation of the Japanese surrender of the Philippines. The second folder contains undated photographs and postcards of Hawaii and Japanese soldiers.
