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Scope and Content Notes
This historical collection of interviews, memoirs and scrapbook concerns Woody's experiences as an enlisted pilot in a utility squadron at Norfolk, Virginia in the 1930s. He is the last remaining "Sparrowhawk pilot". The Curtiss F9C Sparrowhawk was used as a parasite fighter on Navy dirigibles in the 1930s. As a pilot in a utility squadron at the Norfolk Naval Air Station, Woody Williamson was required to test and evaluate aircraft including the Sparrowhawk. He was a volunteer at the Virginia Aviation Museum in Richmond in 1996.
