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During World War I, Lieutenant Cramer was assigned to the United States Naval Aviation Unit in France. The author of this typewritten history appears to be Captain (later Vice Admiral) Thomas T. Craven, USN. Other authors may have been involved in preparing the history. Another copy, possibly the original, is in the National Archives, Record Group 45.
