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Scope and Content Notes
This collection contains Navy reports and correspondence which document Lieutenant (Jg) Harris Lockwood's disability retirement from active Navy duty service which included assignments aboard a battleship and destroyer. His reserve duty as an instructor with a Navy Reserve Officer Training Corps is also mentioned. The papers cover the years from 1932 to 1973. The collection has a medical report which is protected under the Privacy Act.
The collection contains Lieutenant (jg) Harris Lockwood's entrance papers to the Naval Academy, an official report from one of the Insurance companies, a medical report, and his Navy service report. This collection also contains official correspondence between Lieutenant Lockwood and his different commanding officers, as well as to the heads of different Navy sections. This correspondence includes orders to various duty stations, requests for transfers and leave, and documentation relating to his retirement from active service because of his vision impairment. There is also official correspondence relating to his recall to active duty with the Naval R.O.T.C. Unit at Harvard University.

Biography
Harris Cade Lockwood was born in Hannibal, New York on October 4, 1908 to Stephan Roy Lockwood and Marrietta Harris Lockwood. He attended the local schools and then went for a year or so to the Carnegie Institute of Technology before entering the United States Naval Academy. He married Virginia Oxcutt on June 14, 1936. They have two children, a son Roy and a daughter Carol. 

During his last year at the Academy he held the appointment of a Midshipman Lieutenant, junior grade. He was commissioned an Ensign in the Navy, following graduation. His first tour of duty was with the battleship USS New York. His second tour of duty was working with the new destroyer, USS Macdonough, in the Boston Navy Yard. He was retired in March of 1936 due to physical problems.
Lockwood worked briefly for two different companies. At the United States Gypsum Company, he worked as superintendent of the Parking and Plaster Department and as Industrial manager of manufacturing and shipping from January 27 of 1936 to March 18 of 1937. He then worked at Liberty Mutual Insurance Company as an Underwriter- Home Officer from May third 1937 to November 29, 1940. He then entered the Suffolk University Law School in 1937. During the early forties he was an Assistant Professor of Naval Science and tactics in the Naval R.O.T.C. Unit at Harvard University. He taught courses on navigation and communication. He was a cruise officer and a war plans officer. He left to become the Executive Assistant to Secretary of Treasury at the Navy Mutual Aid Association. His job required association of administration concerning investments, legal questions and pensions.
