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Scope and Content Notes
The records described in this checklist were collected from a number of different sources and were brought together to form a separate collection.
On 8 May 1962, most of the documents contained in boxes 2 through 4 were received from Ms. Estelle Philibert and Ms. Helene Philibert, former employees of the Office of Information. It is believed that many of the other materials in this group were obtained from that office.
The copies of Forrestal diaries cited in this list were forwarded from the Office of the Secretary of Defense to the Naval History Division in 1971-1972 for declassification review. The original diaries, as well as other Forrestal personal materials, are in the Princeton University Library.
A large group (about 100 feet) of Forrestal office files as Secretary and Under Secretary of the Navy are in the Navy and Old Army Branch of the U.S. National Archives.
