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Scope and Content Notes
Commander Alden is a retired naval officer who served on fleet type submarines during his naval career. The papers contained in this collection were donated by CDR Alden and consist of personal correspondence and notes of interviews that he used as informational material in his book The Fleet Submarine in the U.S. Navy, published by the Naval Institute Press. 
The collection is arranged in two series. Series I, official and personal correspondence, is divided into six folders. These folders include correspondence with various individuals concerning the development of the fleet-type submarine, which is arranged alphabetically by correspondent in chronological order. Miscellaneous letters with other correspondents are chronologically arranged in a miscellaneous folder. The other material in this series consists of personal correspondence and notes on submarines from RADM Andrew I. McKee. This material is also arranged in chronological order.
