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Scope and Content Notes
This collection is arranged in three folders. The first folder contains clippings and photographs. The second folder contains articles concerning the "Lost Treasure of Corregidor", when the American forces at Corregidor dumped millions of dollars worth of gold and silver bullion into Manila Bay before the island was captured by the Japanese during World War II.
The third folder contains an article written by Mr. Kadolph concerning the "Hell Ships", ORYOKU MARU, BRAZIL MARU and ENOURA MARU, which carried prisoners of war from Manila to Japan, December 1944 and January 1945. Although Mr. Kadolph managed to escape after the ship he was on was bombed, the full story of those who were captured is described in personal narratives by LT COL O. O. Wilson, Paul Nagurmey, and LCDR George Petritz. Also included in this folder are excerpts from File No. 014.13 and Public Relations Informational Summary No. 510, both of which provide further official details on the matter.
