A. Scrapbook. Book of clippings, invitations, and other memorabilia collected by Philip Yeatman while attending the United States Naval Academy.

C. Diary, 1917-1918. Copy of a diary kept by William Frederick Kurfess during World War I. Philip Yeatman served in USS PORTER with Kurfess and is referred to in this diary.
