In February 1966 he joined the USS FORRESTAL (CVA-59) as Operations
Officer and remained there until October 1967 when he assumed cormand
of Attasck Squadron FORTY-FOUR. In February 1969 he reported as Pro=-
ject Coordinator of the A-U/TA-U Project at the Navel Air Systems Com-
mand Headquarters, Navy Department, Washington, D. C.

In addition to the Distinguished Flying Cross with two Gold Stars,
the Air Medal with one Silver Star and two Gold Stars, the Navy Commenda-
+ion Medal with Gold Star and Combet "V", and the Navy Unit Commendation
Ribbon, Captein Adkins has the Naval Reserve Medal; imerican Campaign
Medal; World War II Victory Medal; National Defense Service Medal with
bronze star; Korean Service Medal with four stars; Armed Forces Expedi-
tionary Medal; United Nations Service Medal; and the Vietnsn Service
Medzal. He also has the Republic of Korea Presidential Unit Citation
Badge and the Republic of Vietnam Campalgn Medal with Device,
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
