During the period kugust to September 1665, he had training at
the Neval Amphibious School, Ccronado, California, after which he con-
mended the USS MATTHEWS (AKA-90), which operated in the Vietnam area
of hostilities. 1In Noverber 1966 he reported as Commander Fleet Air
Wing EIGHT and Commander Task Group, SEVENTY-TWO Point THREE. He was
awerded a Gold Star in Lieu of the Second Navy Commendation Medal with
the following citetion:

From December 1967 to Jenuary 1970 he served as Assistant Director
of the Program Appraisal Division, Office of Program Appraisal, Navy
Department, Washington, D. C., after which he was assigned as Assist-
ant Chief of Staff for Logistiecs to the Commander in Chief Allied Forces,
Southern Europe. He was awarded the legion of Merit and cited in part
as followe: "...In this capacity...his personzl direction and expert
guidance were instrumental in the strengthening of forwarded defenses
in Hellenic and Turkish Thrace and in the multifunctional expansion
of maritime airfields in the Mediterranean region..." He reported in
November 1972 as Commander Fleet Alr Wings, U. S. pacific Fleet/
Cormander Fleet Air, Moffett, with headguarters at the Naval Air
Station, Moffeti Field, California. Upon the disesteblishment of the
Fleet Air activities on July 1, 1973, his title was changed to Commander
Patrol Wings, U, S. Pacific Fleet. He served as such until relieved of
active duty pending his retirement effective July 1, 19Th.

In =ddition to the Legion of Merit and the Navy Commendation Medal
with Gold Star, Rear Admiral Ainsworth has the American Defense Service
Medal; American Campaign Medal; Asiatic-Pacific Campaign Medal; World
War II Victory Medal; China Service Medal; Navy Occupation Service
Medal, Asia Clasp; National Defense gervice Medal with bronze star and
the Vietnam Service Medal with four stars. He also has the Republic
of Vietnam Campaign Medal with Device and the Republic‘of Vietnam Armed
Forces Meritorious Urit Citation (Gallantry Cross),
